Doyle Eggli was present with questions on the wording of the Nuisance Ordinance 11-01. Council clarified the wording for Mr. Eggli and answered other questions he had.
SEWER PROJECT

Councilman Cushing moved to accept the completion of the Sewer Project with a second from Councilman Curtis and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
BUILDING PERMITS

Building permits were received from Jack Smith , garage and driveway, 904 Stoetzel and Norma Jean Anderson, concrete pad, 301 Main . Councilman Curtis moved to approve both permits with a second from Councilman Fornstrom, motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ORDINANCE 11-01
Councilman Cushing moved to approve Second Reading on Ordinance 11-01, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 7 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE TOWN OF PINE BLUFFS, WYOMING, RENUMBERING THE ARTICLES OF CHAPTER 7 AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
OPEN CONTAINER REQUEST

Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve a request for open container for the Class of 1991 20th Class Reunion at Reher Park on August 6, 2011, Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

CONCENSUS PROJECT

Information from the Quarterly meeting was reviewed with a deadline of June 30 to have our list of projects turned in.  Next meeting will be Tuesday night in Burns at the Town Hall 6:00 p.m. for SLIB Projects.
AIRPORT FENCE PROJECT

Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve grant application for fence project with a second from Councilman Cushing motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.  Councilman Curtis will discuss with  John Marquardt the possibility of planting a millet crop prior to the construction of the fence.

PARK SPRAY PROPOSAL
A proposal from Daniel Curtis to fertilize and herbicide city properties was presented to Council. Councilman Fornstrom moved to contract with Daniel Curtis to apply fertilizer and herbicides as needed or requested on Reher Park, City Park, Texas Trail Museum Park, Golf Course, Rodeo Grounds, Baseball Complex, Pine Bluffs RV Park, Pine Bluffs Industrial Park, Daycare, Corner Park, Community Center, and Cemetery for the cost of $100 per hour plus the cost of fertilizer and herbicides, not to exceed 20 hours per year with a review following the fall application. Motion was seconded by Councilman Ragsdale and motion passed with 4 ayes (Shain, Cushing, Ragsdale, Fornstrom) and 1 abstain (Curtis).  Product will be purchased from a local vendor at the Town’s discretion.
COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Councilman Cushing thanked the Town for 12 years of fun and excitement as a Councilman. Mayor Shain thanked Councilman Cushing for all his years of service.
ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business the meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
