Approval of Deep Well 9 Project amendment for Lidstone and Associates in the amount of $2,060. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

Department Reports

Councilman Mohren recommended that we do something special for Marlene who is retiring after 234 years of service to the Town. Consensus was reached to have a party for her on Wednesday and to pay for a gift for her. Councilman Fornstrom spoke about the storage building at the Community Center and how that was progressing. Will have to move the playground. Ms Miller updated all on the Fire Marshall and comments related to the bus pizzeria. Councilman Ragsdale commented on a portion of the contract for the cemetery sprinklers related to an old valve. Consensus was reached to forgo that portion of the contract. Discussion ensued related to fertilizing and spraying the parks. Councilman Mohren made a motion to hire at least one part timer for the summer in the maintenance department. Motion failed for a second. The governing body directed Staff to fertilize all parks and the cemetery sometime the next week.
