VISITOR COMMENTS

The new owner of the Sunset Motel approached Council to see if property can be rezoned to Commercial use. Mayor Shain indicated that he has discussed it with the Town Attorney and will be looking into it. Heather Becerra approached the Council with a need for meat and chiles for the Shandera benefit. No action was taken. 
ITEM # 4 

Application for Home Occupation Conditional Use for 306 Miller Street. Motion to approve the conditional use for the bus pizzeria if approved by Fire, Electrical and Health codes was made by Councilman Ragsdale and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes. Mayor Shain directed the Town Attorney to look into rezoning those properties abutting SR 30.
ITEM #5
Discussion related to the Rodeo and repairs. Mr. Goodwin made some repairs to the arena and wanted reimbursement from Council. Mayor Shain indicated that the Roping Club needs to address this, not the Council.
ITEM #6
Approval of building permits: 201 Industrial Way, sign; 621 Black Blvd., retaining wall; 104 West 8th Street, replace and enlarge flagstone patio, and 417 West 8th Street fence. Motion to approve all permits was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #7
Approval of Invoice # 26 (final) to Lidstone and Associates in the amount of $4,821.18 for work performed on the Sewer Replacement Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #8
Approval of Resolution 2012-04 authorizing the applications for the Airport Hangars and Apron. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #9
Approval of Amendment #1 to the Professional Services Agreement with MC Schaff & Associates to include services for the T Hangar Project.  Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #10
Approval of Resolution 2012-05 declaring certain Town property as surplus property. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis, seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #11
Bid Awards for Mowing contracts. Motion was made by Councilman Fornstrom to award the bid for the Cemetery, Golf Course and Town buildings to Travis Werner,; the mowing of City Parks to Dustin Lee and that the contracts include the responsibility of taking care of sprinklers and general clean up. Motion was seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #12
Concession Stan Bid Award.   Motion to award the bid to Lisa lamb and contract to include half payment up front each year was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #13
Bid award for cleaning services.  Consensus was reached to rebid this.
ITEM #14

Approval of Mutual Aid agreement between Town EMS and Fire District 5. Consensus was reached that the agreement to have District 5 dispatched to all calls for EMS services within the Town And County was a good idea. Town Attorney Davison indicated there was no need for a formal agreement.

ITEM #13
Motion was made by Councilman Mohren to accept the resignations of Liz Smith, Bradi Hickey and Retirement of Marlene Svenkensen, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
Department Reports

Councilman Ragsdale commented on the Landfill Board and needing a representative from Pine Bluffs on it. He indicated he had selected  Donald Miller to represent the Town. He also commented about the City Prk and Police Station project and that Benchmark Engineering was on top of it. He did suggest that bulb outs at the City Park would be a good idea. At the PD, the basement windows are to be closed off and he feels we can accomplish the ADA accessibility goal. Councilman Curtis commented on Recreation services that we took over temporarily will be going back to the Senior Center. Ms Miller commented about the old bus and wanted to know how we should handle it. Council wanted an accounting of all monies paid by Albin toward the bus in the past. Councilman Fornstrom moved to go into executive Session on Personnel matters, seconded by Councilman Mohren. Executive Session commenced  at 8:35 pm and ended by motion to come out of Executive Session made by Councilman Ragsdale and seconded by Councilman Mohren at 9:45 pm

Councilman Curtis moved to adjourn at 9:47 p.m. Councilman Mohren seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
