Mayor Shain called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. with all members present. The agenda, Second Reading Ordinance 11-02, was approved.
ORDINANCE 11-02
Council reviewed each departments proposed receipts and expenditures. Changes include:

1.  Postpone street sealing until FY 2013.

2.  Correspondence is to be sent to the Senior Citizen Board advising that the Town will be responsible for paying insurance premiums on the building with the Senior Citizens responsible for the deductible and other repairs not covered by insurance and clarification on the policy for using the van and reduction of their monthly assistance from $450 to $300.

3. Include in Capital Projects  a SLIB Grant for the Water Main Project and pay off water bond loans.
4. Increase expenditure allocations for pool supplies. 
5. Eliminate charging fees for open swimming at the swimming pool, but keep in place fees for lessons and private parties. 
6. A 3.5% salary increase for all full time employees.

7. Transfer $2000 in appropriations to archeological building repairs from the U.W. direct subsidy line item.
8. Adjust airport fuel sales and purchases.

9. Remove appropriation for council discretionary fund.

10. Increase appropriation for electrical purchase and receipts.
11. Increase garbage collection fees by 20%.

12. Investigate options to reduce utility costs at the Texas Trail Museum.

13. Increase appropriations for the recreation department, including $1500 for senior center activities.

Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve on Second Reading Ordinance 11-02 – ANNUAL APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2012. BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF PINE BLUFFS, WYOMING, LARAMIE COUNTY, WYOMING THAT THE FOLLOWING SUMS OF MONEY ARE ANTICIPATED AS REVENUE AND APPROPRIATED TO DEFRAY THE EXPENSES OF THE TOWN OF PINE BLUFFS. Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
