VISITOR COMMENTS

Brian DePaullite addressed Council thanking them for the assistance with the cemetery flag pole project. The Student Council will be expanding their flag placing program to include decorating for Flag Day. Their next volunteer project will be street marking which will be coordinated with the PWD. Mr. DePaullite presented to Council copies of a petition he had circulated requesting that the name of the American Legion Post 60 be changed to honor a local veteran and the  income/balance sheet and meeting minutes of the organization be available for public viewing. 

Marina Watson expressed her dissatisfaction with the insurance settlement offer of $750 for damages her property sustained in the recent water main breakage incident.  Mayor Shain suggested that if rowners are not satisfied and feels settlement offer is not equitable a civil action will have to be initiated by home owner, since the Town is unable to change offers.

Jerry Sanders inquired when the newly passed nuisance ordinance would start being enforced as there are several properties not in compliance. Council responded that residents are encouraged to report nuisances to the Town Hall for investigation and that there were openings available on the Nuisance Advisory Board.
County Commissioner Thompson reported that the County has leased the mineral rights at Archer for $500 per acre and 18.75% Royalty.

WELL REHABILITATION PROJECT

Project is complete, at a final cost of $161,563.00, and grant documents are being closed out.
