Nancy Sundin asked the governing body if it was true the Town van could not be taken out of the County or State. Ms. Miller will research it and meet with her to discuss. She also inquired about a community garden and Mayor Shain indicated that had come up in the past several times but that there was never enough interest to make it work.

Approval of Invoice # 27 from Lidstone and Associates for the Water Distribution Project in the amount of $1,381.26. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #8

Approval of request for State Grant Amendment on the Airport Fence Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #9

Approval of request from Circle S Aviation for Congested Flight Plan application to the FAA. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis with the understanding that as the season progresses, the governing body will decide whether or not spraying is necessary, seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #10
Approval of Resolution 2012-06  addressing Security for a State Loan and Investment Board Loan for the purpose of the Water Distribution Line Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #11 Budget workshop date was set for Friday June 8, 2012 at 8am.
ITEM #12
Discussion was related to moving the playground equipment from the Community Center to City Park. Ms. Miller informed of bid from Mr. Serrano. Consensus was reached to ask Mr. Serrano to revisit the bid in lieu of taking the old stuff for scrap.
Department Reports

Attorney Davison reported he is working on the assessment for Black Blvd as well as the franchise agreement for the electric utility. Ms. Miller reported that  Ms. Beth Wilkins wanted to purchase two garbage cans to place on Main Street. Consensus was reached that the Town should pay for them and place one at the park and the Laundromat. Ms. Miller also asked that they consider whether they want to stay in the building or look at alternatives sine the Fire Board is looking at their Capital Plans and what we do affects their decisions. Mayor Shain asked that the item be placed on the next Agenda as well as the plans for the Police Station sidewalk and City Park Improvements project. John Marquardt also gave an update on the Airport supported by a list of the largest supporters of the airport bringing Steve Peiffer to the top with over 69,000 gallons of fuel purchased to date.
