 Councilman Curtis moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #3  Invoice #9 Lidstone and Associates for general engineering in the amount of $3,944.02. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM # 4   Invoice #4 Lidstone and Associates for Highway Loop project in the amount of $5,099.28. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #5  Discussion and approval of various Lidstone and Associates proposals.
A= Lidstone and Associates Proposal for the East Lift Station and Lagoon Project in the amount of $91,227. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
B= Highway Loop Project Bid Results and recommendation to award the bid to Merrill Inc. in the amount of $244,071.19. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
C= Due Diligence Report and proposal for property acquisition from Lidstone and Associates. Upon advice from the Town Attorney a motion to issue an RFP to get other proposals was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #6  Approval of building permits: 605 Maple, Storage shed; 910 Stoetzel attached car port; 708 Main Street, fence; 612 E 6th St., Concrete patio; 518 w 8th St., concrete retaining wall; 507 Walnut, 4foot fence.
 Motion to approve all permits and abstaining from 2 of them was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM #7  Update on grant application for Hazard Mitigation issues. The Town Administrator indicated that the item was for their information only and indicated that grants have been applied for through the Hazard Mitigation Plan for back up generators and evacuation materials.

ITEM #8  Acceptance of resignations from Corina de la Cruz and Kyla Gourtney. Motion to accept them was made by Councilman Mohren and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM #9   Bid results and recommendation of Bid award for the 10th Street Drainage Project to S&S Builders in the amount of $122,150.10.  Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes

DEPARTMENT REPORTS  Attorney Davison discussed progress on the Black Blvd Assessment. Councilman Fornstrom indicated that the pool expansion was about finished. The Town Administrator spoke about a letter from WAMPA to the editor related to some changes in regulations coming down and the effect to the organizations involved and asked permission to include the Town in the letter. Consensus was reached to go ahead. Mayor Shain indicated he was present during the walk through at City Park.

Councilman Curtis moved into Executive Session seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. Motion carried unanimously with  ayes.

ADJOURNMENT  Councilman Ragsdale moved to adjourn at 8:40 p.m.; Councilman Mohren seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
