Pay Request # 13 was presented for payment.  After discussion Councilman Mohren moved and a second from Councilman Curtis to postpone payment for 2 weeks for clarification and a full council.  Motion carried with 3 ayes.

M.C. Schaff & Associates have advertised Invitation to Bid on Airport Fence Project. Bids will be opened July 28, 2011.
Sandra Newman with State Lands was present to clarify dates for deadlines for SLIB Money Projects and answer any questions that the Council has on the Consensus list.

Discussion was again held on the property at 2nd and Walnut as whether to allow a mobile home to be put back in there.  Councilman Curtis moved and Councilman Mohren second to wait for a full council in 2 weeks.  Motion carried with 3 ayes.

COMMISSION REPORTS

Attorney Davison reported that the court agreement between Albin and Pine Bluffs will be forwarded to Council members soon and asked to go into executive session on personal matter with no decision being made.
Councilmember Mohren thought the repairs on the PD Cruiser are too extensive to go ahead with.  He moved to put cruiser up for sale in sealed bids with all equipment removed, second by Councilman Curtis.  Motion carried unanimously with 3 ayes.

Acting Mayor Pro-tem Fornstrom welcomed Caryn Miller, our new Town Administrator.

Caryn reported that she had a letter from State Lands Transportation Ent. Fund Application and will forward a copy to each councilmember and she had the Title to the new Police Car and will get the Mayor to sign it when he gets back from vacation.

Councilman Curtis thought we need to finish work approved previous before starting any new projects such as the cement work on City Park.
Acting Mayor Pro-tem Fornstrom thanked Circle S Aviation for the mosquito spraying over the Town and Laramie County Weed and Pest for donating the chemical to get this done.

Councilman Curtis also feels clean up letters need to be sent out to a couple of home owners before Trail Days.   The Town Hall has sent out two letters already and will get more sent as needed.

RV PARK 
Repairs to the RV Park need to be done to the bathroom door.  Councilman Mohren moved to let Trish Burry proceed with the repairs and purchasing supplies from Lipps Lumber, second from Councilman Curtis. Passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
In accordance with State Statute 16-4-405 Councilman Curtis moved to convene into Executive Session at 8:10. Councilman Mohren seconded and motion passed with 3 ayes.
