Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve with a second from Councilman Curtis. Motion passed with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 8
Approval of Resolution 2011-02 amending the Appropriation Ordinance for FY 2011-2012 for the Town of Pine Bluffs to allow for expenses and revenues to be captured on the emergency well work at the airport. 
Councilman Ragsdale moved to approve with a second from Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 9-A
Discussion and Bid award related to the Airport Fence Project. 
Mayor Shain explained the background on the issue as it related to not selecting the low bidder. Ms. Miller also confirmed that a letter was received from WYDOT where they also concurred in the decision not to award the contract to the lowest bidder. 

Councilman Ragsdale moved to award the Airport Fence Project to Van Pelt Fencing with a second from Councilman Curtis. Motion passed with 4 ayes.
Item # 9-B
Approval of the release of retainage for the Well Rehabilitation Project. Dahlgen Consulting, Inc asked the Council to accept the project as complete.
Councilman Fornstrom moved to accept the project as complete and release the retainage with a second from Councilman Curtis. Motion passed with 4 ayes.
ITEM # 10
Discussion and direction to Staff related to Code Red Emergency reverse 911 proposal.
Motion by Councilman Fornstrom to move forward on the acquisition at a not to exceed amount of $,500.00 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried with 4 ayes.

Town Attorney Davison updated the Council on the Abatement procedure for dangerous properties.

Councilman Fornstrom commented the new Police car has 216 miles and about 13 hail dents.  
Caryn Miller indicated the September 5th meeting is moved to the 6th due to Labor Day.

Mayor Shain commented on Trail Days being a great success. Councilman Ragsdale agreed that Trail Days went well but suggested that the sirens not go on for so long next time during the Parade. Councilman Curtis reported on the Historical Joint Powers Board accepting the bid from Speigelberg Lumber for the Historic High School.
Discussion related to the appointment of Councilman Curtis to the Historic Joint Powers Board. Motion made by Councilman Fornstrom to Appoint Councilman Curtis to the Historical Joint Powers Board with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried with 4 ayes.
Laramie County Commissioner Thompson reported to the Council that the Fair and  H sale went well. He also reported that the County is interviewing candidates for the 6th Penny Facilitator position. A period of questions and discussion followed.
Councilman Fornstrom seconded by Councilman Ragsdale to move into Executive Session to discuss Personnel matters. Motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

Motion to end Executive Session made by Councilman Curtis with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

Councilman Curtis moved to adjourn at 8:45 p.m.  Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.
