VISITOR COMMENTS
Council discussed with Lance Theobald the reduction in water pressure at his property on Beech Avenue and the upsize to a one inch meter at this service, which was what was previously there. If he should decide to not upsize, the difference in his initial tap fees would be reimbursed.

PROJECT UPDATES
Mayor Shain reported that a water meter project workshop had been held and trouble shooting of low pressure reports are continuing and downsized services have the option of going back to a one inch meter. Mayor Shain again stated that he and the Council are committed to getting the water system back to as normal as possible.
Sewer Project is progressing with 3rd Street being re-opened.
Last minute snags at the Daycare may delay the date is will be occupied.
Asbestos abatement is scheduled for the Community Center and will be completed prior to start of construction.

DEEP WELL PROJECT AWARD
Upon the engineer’s recommendation Councilman Curtis moved to award to Sargent Drilling Company the Deep Well Project in the amount of $184,217.00, Councilman Cushing seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Councilman Curtis reported that the Pine Bluffs Ambulance Service is planning to have an EMT class and will soon start recruiting students. 
Councilman Cushing reported that Trail Days went well and commended the Town crew for their work.
Mayor Shain asked that Council lift the mandatory watering restrictions and suggest to residents that they continue to conserve and follow the original watering schedule. Councilman Fornstrom moved to lift the mandatory watering restrictions and change the watering schedule to suggested, Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
Councilman Ragsdale reported that the new hires at the maintenance department have begun working and will pass onto PWD Tom McDonough Mayor Shain’s wishes that all maintenance employees get their water and sewer D.E.Q. certifications.
Councilman Fornstrom reported that the Trail Days mud volleyball tournament did not have the problems it has experienced in previous years. The Pine Bluffs Daycare will be holding a raffle for 4 tickets to the U.W. /Air Force football game.
Attorney Davison is continuing to work on the airport hangar lease agreement.  Councilman Fornstrom inquired if a regular hangar would become available when Circle S was fully occupying the new hangar. Interest has been shown to allow pull tabs at local businesses and does Council wish to pass local legislation to allow this?  This will be placed on next meeting’s agenda.
