 Councilman Curtis moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

The Mayor acknowledged Glen Krumpton from the Laramie County Combined Communications Center who updated the Council on the MOU for dispatch services. After discussion it was agreed that the language requested by the Council would be integrated into the MOU related to faithful negotiations at year 4 of the agreement for future contract and pricing. If the language is agreeable, the Council gave the Mayor the authority to give a verbal OK so that Krumpton can begin the purchase of equipment necessary to page EMS services. Attorney Davison to follow up. 

ITEM #3  Approval of Invoice #1 from Lidstone and Associates for the North Lift Station and Sewer Lagoon Project in the amount of $5,866.47. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 4    Approval of Invoice # 6 from MSI for the Water Distribution Project in the amount of $316,498.10 and $35,166.46 retainage to the Bank. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #5  Approval of Invoice #10 from Lidstone and Associates for the Water Distribution Project in the amount of $14,515.92. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Mohren and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #6  Approval Bid Award and Engineer’s recommendation on the Reher Park Project. Scott Larson was present to give an explanation of only one bid received and it was way over the amount of the budget. After discussion, a motion to reject the bid was made by  Councilman Ragsdale and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. Mr. Larson was directed to revisit the project and make adjustments to coincide with the budget and prepare to bid out in winter.

ITEM #7  Bid Award and Engineer’s recommendation on the Black Blvd. and Butler Avenue Project. Scott Larson again explained the bids received and his recommendation to award the bid to S&S Builders as the lower bid. He also explained that by combining both projects we were able to save costs on both.  S&S is committed to have Black Blvd completed by 12/31/2013. Butler will be paved and Black will be concrete. Motion to award the bid as recommended and to do the Black concrete and Butler paving option was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM #8  Resolution 2013-13 Amending the FY 2013-2014 Budget to reflect revenues and expenditures related to the Due Diligence and Property Acquisition as well as the Meter Removal Project. Ms Miller explained that there were dollars left from the 2008 6th Penny that would be able to pay for both projects. Attorney Davison concurred.  Motion to approve was made by  Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM # Resolution 2013-14 Amending the FY 2013-2014 Budget to reflect revenues and expenditures related to a Recreation Board Grant. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM #10   This item was pulled by the Town Administrator for lack of back up. Will be on next Agenda instead.
