Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #3
The Mayor indicated that after reviewing several applications and having interviews during which some Council members were involved, the recommendation is to hire Robin Clark as the new Police Chief. Motion to hire Robin Clark was made by Councilman Mohren, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 
ITEM # 4   
Dean  Bowman updated the governing body on the work he wants to do at the archery range. The Mayor indicated that the consensus of the Council was for him to move forward with his plans.
ITEM #5
Discussion related to the Pine Bluffs Shooting Range. Mayor Shain began by explaining that he has received many complaints from residents who indicate they have been denied membership. He also indicated that the Council is not trying to tell the Club how to run it, but is concerned about possible exclusionary practices and has the right to not renew the lease with the club if those issues are actually founded. Chad Schaeffer, Curtis Lund, Travis Chrystal, Jim Cummings, Rodney Soppe, John Childers, John Wise, Dean Bowman, Rob Stevens, Lara Shook all spoke their respective positions on the matter. Mayor Shain asked that those citizens that were denied membership go to the next Club meeting and make application for membership. He postponed any Council decision on the matter until the second meeting in September so the Club meeting could take place. Members of the Pine Bluffs Shooting Club were reminded that the range is owned by the Town and that while they cannot govern their management of the club, they can indeed cancel the lease with them if they find their practices are exclusionary and that Pine Blkuffs residents are not being afforded the right to use it resonably. 
ITEM #6

Discussion related to the murals at the Community Center. Barry Lee, the artist was present and Lynda Sanders addressed the governing body once again. Councilmembers indicated that most of the people they talked to were either against it or ambivalent either way. The Mayor asked Ms. Sanders to bring back and garnish some more positive support for the project and bring it back to the next meeting when a decision would be made. Several members of Council were not comfortable making a decision based on only a few nay sayers and wanted more time for people to opine.
ITEM #7
Discussion of possible replacement of Kiosk at the Cemetery. Steve Richman from Windy Prairie Systems made a presentation to the governing body on new products available for directories in cemeteries. Consensus from the Council was to have Staff review proposals and bring back their recommendation. Attorney Davison informed that a Resolution to amend the original cemetery resolution would have to be approved as well. 
ITEM #8

Ordinance 2012-02, Third and Final Reading. Ms Miller read the Ordinance by title only. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes on roll call vote.
ITEM #9

Approval of building permit for 806 Beech. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM #10

Request to serve alcohol at a wedding reception, Tiffany Matheson Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #11

Approval of Mutual Aid Agreement with Cheyenne Police Department. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale, seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #12

Approval of Invoice #4 from Lidstone and Associates on the Deep Well Project in the amount of $2,850. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis, seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #13
Approval of final invoice and release of retainage for Sargent Drilling in the Deep Well Project, 48,900.35. Motion to apprve was made by Councilman Curtis, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #14

Approval of proposal from MC Schaff and Associates for the required Stormwater Prevention Plan for the Airport. Motion to accept was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #15

Discussion related to Commerce Building. A request from Pine Bluffs Sand and Gravel to move into the South side of the building for a reduced rate was considered. Motion to propose that Pine Bluffs Sand and Gravel move to the South side fro the required $1,500 rent was made by Councilman Mohren and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #14

Discussion related to 2012 Consensus funding. Ms. Miller indicated the date when we need to have the list to SLIB and said this item was informational only with an attachment from Staff on a recommended Stormwater Project.

VISITOR COMMENTS:   None.
Department Reports

Attorney Davison had some suggestions for the Shooting Club, i.e. Pine Bluffs residents should go to the top of the waiting list, increase dues to out of Town members, out of District fees, increase public days, additional public days for those on waiting list, split membership, provision of additional data to Town. Councilman Mohren indicated that the Elementary School had donated 6 tables and chairs to the Day Care. Councilman Curtis reminded everyone that the Senior Center Annual meeting was September 10th. Mayor Shain reminded all to vote on Tuesday.

Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn at 9:20 p.m. Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
