 Councilman Curtis moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Old Business

Update from Chris Lidstone related to the wells tested and application for funding. Mr. Lidstone updated the governing body on the results of the well tests performed at the property the Town might acquire. He also indicated that he recommended applying for a Level III funding application with a 67/33% grant loan ratio in the amount of 2.5 million. Motion to make that application was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

The Mayor brought up the MOU with LCCCC and asked if all had time to review it. Consensus was reached to move forward and allow the Mayor to sign the Agreement.

New Business

ITEM #3 Approval of Building Permits: 410 E 9th Street privacy fence, 311 Walnut fence. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 4    Approval of Resolution 2013-16 amending the FY 2013-2014 Budget to capture revenues and expenses related to the Hospital Preparedness Program Grant to EMS for radios in the amount of $8,194.36. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #5   Approval of Resolution 2013-17 amending the FY 2013-2014 budget to transfer monies from FY 2012-2013 unexpended on capital projects which will carry over into the current Fiscal Year. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #6  Discussion and direction to Staff related to the 10h Street Alley Project. Discussion ensued related to undergrounding of utilities as a part of the project and moving forward with it since funding from left over 6th Penny for streets has been identified. Motion to move forward was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM #7  Approval of Resolution 2013-18 allowing for an application for a grant from FEMA to fund the North Beech Street Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes
