VISITOR COMMENTS

Ms. Tipsword commented and asked for relief on her water bill at 207 East 5th Street. Readings in May were 5,700 gallons, June 6,200, July 7.042, and August 40,000.Ms Carpenter also indicated that her bill showed 66,000 gallons this time and has continuously gone up over the past few months. Both residents insisted they has someone check for leaks and there were none. Mr. McDonough indicated he had spoken with Ms. Tipsword’s plumber and that the plumber had not conducted the proper tests to see if in fact there was a leak. Mayor Pro-Tem suggested the meters be replaced to see if there is any difference. Councilman Curtis moved to have the meters changed, seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 
Item #3 A
Request from the Greater Works Baptist Church to have a special event at the Park. Ms Miller brought the Council up to date on the issue followed by a question and answer period from the Council. Motion to allow the special event in the park as long as they provide liability coverage with the Town as second insured was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM # 4 Permit Approvals
5 permits were approved for the following addresses: 401 Lawson, 310 Beech, 711 Black Blvd., 712 Beech Street, and 712 Industrial Way. Motion by Councilman Fornstrom to approve building permits was made with a condition to 201 Industrial Way that the fence be moved away from our drainage ditch and was seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #5
Acceptance of job completion and approval of final payment and release of retainage to Aztec Construction for the Sewer Project. Motion by Councilman Fornstrom to accept the job completion and release the retainage to Aztec Construction for the Sewer Project, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM # 6
Approval of pay request # 19 from Lidstone and Associates for the Design of the Water Distribution Project

Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 7
Approval of pay request # 24 from Lidstone and Associates for the close out of the Sewer Project
Councilman Curtis moved to approve with a second from Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 8
Approval of Resolution 2011-03 authorizing submission of a pre-application form to the State Loan and Investment Board for a loan through the State Revolving Fund for the Water Distribution Project. 

Chris Lidstone from Lidstone and Associates explained the project as a whole. This loan will allow the Town to actually get the entire project done at once. Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve the Resolution with a second from Councilman Mohren. Ms Miller read the Resolution into the record by title only. 
Item # 9
Approval of Resolution 2011-04 authorizing submission of an application to the State Loan and Investment Board for a Grant and/or Loan from the Transportation Enterprise Fund for the purpose of replacing the Alpine Bus. Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve the Resolution with a second from Councilman Curtis. Ms. Miller read the Resolution into the record by title only. The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM # 10

Discussion and possible approval of the Agreement with High West Energy. There was a period of question and answer between the Council and the Town Attorney. There were several languages changes to be made to the agreement which High West’s representative, Brian Heithoff agreed to, but cautioned his Board would have ultimate approval on. Motion by Councilman Fornstrom to postpone actual vote for two weeks and have a clean document presented to Council with the changes discussed with a second from Councilman Curtis. The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Item #11
Acceptance of Municipal Court reports. The Reports were Accepted via a motion by Councilman Curtis and a second from Councilman Fornstrom. The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Item #12

Review and approval of Position Descriptions. The Council will review the paperwork presented and make changes by Friday 9/16. The items will be approved at the next Council meeting.
Item #13

Approval of Liquor License renewals. Motion by Councilman Curtis to approve the Liquor License renewals fro Pals Pub, Transwest Development, and James Zitek, seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
Department Reports
Tom McDonough reported the need for a garbage truck and soon the need for a new sweeper. Councilman Curtis requested a list of all equipment with ages, and a plan for replacement. 

Ms Miller indicated that the Community Center needed a water softener and we had received a quote from Culligan . Motion by Councilman Fornstrom to purchase the 8,000 gallon one seconded by Councilman Mohren. This action will be ratified at the next Council meeting.

Ms. Miller relayed a request from Bob Simkins recommending that Page and Leo get a $50.00 bonus each for an exceptional job done and the Council agreed to give all three employees a $50.00 bonus  on their next paycheck. Motion  by Councilman Fornstrom seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
Councilman Mohren reported the Day Care has had a hard time getting the Frog Eye fixed. Ms. Miller indicated it was fixed as of that morning. Councilman Curtis wanted to know if the concrete was being sealed at the Archaeological Site. Ms Miller indicated yes. Chris Lidstone announced that bids for the Deep Well Project will be opened in two weeks. Mayor Pro-Tem Ragsdale discussed specifications with Mr. Lidstone. He also reported that the bluffs has low pressure during the evening. Mr. Lidstone explained that would be addressed in the new water project proposed. Mr. Ben Larkin requested information on the curb and gutter loans. Ms. Miller asked that he get with her on Monday.

Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn at 8:55 p.m.  Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.
