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Observance of our rules and regulations for all guests will ensure a pleasant stay for everyone.

REGISTRATION & RENT
The RV Park operates on a first come first served basis. If you arrive Monday through Friday  from 8 am to 4 pm, you can pay for your stay at the Town Hall Offices at 220 Main Street. After hours place your payment in the lock box at the main building at the RV Park. All longer than one night stays must register at the Town Hall.

VISITORS
Visitors are allowed as long as they comply with these rules and regulations. It is your responsibility to inform them of such. All overnight visitors must register at the Town Hall office. Any visitor who does not follow these rules and regulations will be asked to vacate the premises.

AT YOUR CAMPSITE

All trash should be bagged and brought to the dumpster. There is no trash pickup at your site. All sewer lines must be free from leaks and have a "do-nut" or threaded attachment into the sewer. Alcoholic beverages are allowed only at your site. We do not allow clotheslines and please do not wash autos or RV's with a hose. Due to noise, generators are only to be used during emergencies. Oil changes and other such types of vehicle maintenance are not allowed but other minor fixes may be. Check with the Town Hall office before performing any vehicle maintenance or repair. If there are any problems or damages at your site please inform us immediately.
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No loud music. Quiet hours are from 10:00 PM to 7:00 AM. Outside RV lights are not to be left on after 9:00 PM. Attend children at all times and do not let them wander around other peoples sites without their permission. 

PETS

Everyone is expected to clean up after their pet and dispose of it properly (bagged and in the dumpster). Do not chain your pet outside or leave it unattended inside, especially if it tends to bark excessively or be disruptive to your neighbors. If you must leave your pet inside your trailer, please notify the Town Hall office and leave a phone number where you can be contacted in case of a power outage or other emergency. For customers staying longer than 30 days, they must obtain a Town Tag for their pet and provide proof of current shots. There is a maximum limit of 2 dogs.  Failure to do so could cost you a fine of up to $750.00

DRIVING AND PARKING
Observe a safe speed and watch for children, pets and wildlife. Drive on the roads only. Do not use pull-thru spaces for short cuts. Park in your own area or assigned spot. Do not park in open spaces without prior approval. Do not park or drive through the grass or where the grass is supposed to be. If you have more than one vehicle you cannot park it on another site. You will be charged for the daily use of that site and/or ticketed.
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LARGE VEHICLES/SEMIS
Large trucks and tractor trailers are not allowed in the RV Park. They are also not allowed in the residential areas of town. To park a tractor trailer in Town you must obtain a permit to do so. Permits are available at Town Hall. Semi’s at the RV Park will be ticketed and or towed at the owners’ expense. 

LAUNDRY FACILITY

If there are any problems please let us know immediately. Children are not allowed to use these facilities without adult supervision. Any damages will be the responsibility of the parent or supervising adult. Smoking is not allowed in the building.

PROHIBITED ITEMS
Absolutely no use of firearms, explosives, drugs, or fireworks is allowed in the park.

UTILITIES
[image: ]If your utilities are not working, contact Town Hall immediately. DO NOT USE utilities from an adjacent site! Move to another site if necessary. Those who have hooked up to an adjacent site will be charged for the use of that site accordingly and may also be ticketed. 

During winter months it is your responsibility to Heat Tape all water pipes from the bottom (ground) of the Hydrant to the trailer. The pipes must be wrapped in Heat Tape.

FAILURE TO FOLLOW THE RULES
We reserve the right to refuse to accept further rent from any person who fails to comply with these rules and regulations and may request that their space be vacated immediately. There will be no refunds.

In addition, some of the rules and regulations can cost you fines of up to $750.00. 
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
