NEW BUSINESS Mayor Shain started the discussion on the disposition of town buildings.  Councilman Curtis stated that Pine Bluffs Gravel presented the best bid for the demolition of buildings.  All contractors were offered a location North of Town to dispose of concrete only.  Councilman Curtis also stated that the Cemetery Building should remain.  He also mentioned that we should move forward with demolishing the Connors Building but consider keeping the land.  Mayor Shain, Councilman Fornstrom, and Councilman Mohren also weighed in on keeping the property vs. selling the lot, with the Mayor stating that we have a local business interested in the property.  A final decision will be made at the next meeting after everyone has an opportunity to think about the options for the lot.  An updated resolution for the 6th Penny Ballot was received; the update was to language only.  Additional updates may be presented prior to the next meeting. The Knotty Pine Saloon requested permission to open early on Sunday the 15th; Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve the request with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.
