Mayor Shain called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the Agenda with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT ADGENDA Councilman Fornstrom questioned a voucher for the fertilization of the Town Park Trees; he then made a motion to approve the consent agenda with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

It was the consensus of the Council to keep the Cemetery Building and put a new steel roof on it and paint eves. After much discussion and reviewing options Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept Pine Bluffs Gravels bid to dispose of the Texaco Building and the Electric Shop.  Councilman Ragsdale seconded the motion and it passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Councilman Fornstrom then made a motion to offer for bid the Connors Building with a minimum bid of $80,000.00 as is.  A second was heard from Councilman Ragsdale and motion passed unanimously with 4ayes.  Attorney Alex Davison will work with Kim Patterson to draw up papers to advertise.

VISITOR COMMENTS Sharon Fain introduced Gary Hogan to the Council as the new Supervisor of Gas Operations for Black Hills Energy.  He then introduced himself with a brief background of his history and stated he is looking forward to working with the Town and stressed he will be available at all times if needed.
	
DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilman Mohren reported to the Council that the internal audit has been completed and everything went OK.  Kim reported that a tenant in the Commerce Building is falling behind in rent payments. After discussion Council would like Kim to visit with tenant to resolve the issue. She then passed out a spread sheet on all Town Buildings and asked the Council to go over it at their leisure and then it will be on the next Council Agenda.  The internal audit has been completed and it went smoothly.  We are starting to scan historic files in to be saved digitally.  SLIB will be meeting again Thursday, January 19 at 8:00AM.  Mayor Shain also interjected on the SLIB Meeting.  Councilman Curtis will meet with Chris Lidstone prior to the meeting.  Councilman Ragsdale reported that the Town has a back-flow preventer break at Well #2 and we had a loss of 50,000 gallons of water but a lot of the water went back into the tank.  Councilman Curtis will contact Chris Lidstone to discuss the SLIB Meeting and he unofficially went to the Museum Board meeting and asked if they would be willing to help with the Archology project and they seemed open to the idea.
