ITEM # 12 Direction to staff related to the WYDOT RV Park sign permit billing. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 13 Approval of Building permit for 1186 Wilhelm for a new home construction.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve the building permit for 1186 Wilhelm with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 14 Revisit City Park.  Council gave ideas as what they wanted for the gazebo at City Park, location, size, elevation and material were discussed.  Staff will proceed with design.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Don Eggli was present with concerns on the Ambulance Billing.  Councilman Curtis will get with the Director and then respond to his concerns.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Attorney Davison asked Council for an executive session.  Carleen Graves reported on ideas for the plaque to be placed at the Commerce Building and asked Council that the second meeting in February be moved to Tuesday as Monday falls on a holiday.   Mayor Shain attended the last meeting of WWDC on the Kimzey Project with no debate and it was approved by the select water committee with the next step to go before the Ag committee meeting.  Councilman Curtis has been working with the Museum in getting pictures to display in the Commerce Building. They would also like to remove the overhead door and replace it with a wall with windows to brighten it up in there.

EXECTUTIVE SESSION Mayor Shain moved to go into executive session on Real Estate matter.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to end session with second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
