February 5, 2018 Minutes

NEW BUSINESS   Farmers State Bank – Drive Through Plans.  Frank Smith, President of Farmers State Bank shared upcoming plans for a remodel of the Bank and asked 3 things from the Town. First a property boundary adjustment, second, a request to have access to Main Street with a new approach and third to move the Telephone pole on the South East corner of the Banks property.  The Council and Attorney addressed each of the items asked for by Frank and after discussion the Council felt it was all good to go and as far as moving the pole that was in the works with Sixth Penny money. 

Bid Opening/Recommendation – Public Works Building.  Kim Patterson went over the Bid Openings with the Council and Recommended that we accept Bids from Russell on the Building, lean-to and Interior and the Bid from Evergreen on the Landscape and fencing.  After discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to accepts Bids as presented from Treasurer Patterson with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion Passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Becky Martinez addressed the Council on losing her roll out dumpster because she said she has no access to the dumpster in the alley unless going around half a block.  The Council asked Public Works director what the issue was with the roll outs and each time they are dumped they fall into the trash truck and then must be fished out because we don’t have a way to grab them with our truck.  Mayor Curtis told Becky he would come over and address the situation his self.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Attorney Davison updated the Council on the Tower activities and on the Franchise with the cable guys.   Kim Patterson stated that we are going live with Utility Billing this week and it is going great.  She explained the Average Monthly Payment program (which is Budget Billing) and would like the Council to address a limit in which residents can reach.  After discussion on this Treasurer Patterson will check with the Auditor on this matter.  Councilmember Kestner reminded the Council on the upcoming WRPA Workshop that we will be hosting in April.  A clinic for disc golf is up and coming and Sonja held a clinic for pickleball.
