NEW BUSINESS   United Methodist Church Property Sale.  They had questions on the lot lines and how to proceed with the sale of the property.  Alex suggested that they could get a variance on the lot lines, replat the lots or sell as is and reserve an easement from the new owner.  Mayor Curtis will take this information to them and they can discuss their options.  

Discussion on Tower Lease with Visionary Communications Inc.  Attorney Davison is familiar with this company and they have a good reputation and have been around a long time.  They would like to rent a 10-foot Tower space on our tower to put out a 25meg to 50 meg wireless internet service for to the surrounding area. It would serve an 8 to 12-mile radius and would be an option for the residents.  After discussion the Council felt Attorney Davison could finalize the documents to move forward.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Kestner updated the Council on the upcoming Workshop in April that Sonja is working on. And Sonja has been talking to a Company that can do something with the tree stumps from City Park, such as benches, etc. Jerry reported that the distribution line has been pressure tested.  Attorney Davison stated that he hasn’t heard from T-Mobile yet and Farmer State Bank is moving forward with the procedure on the issue with the lots.  Councilmember Randall attended a luncheon last week with the Conservation District and it was well attended with Representatives from the Legislature.  Kim Patterson stated that the AWAS System is needing more maintenance.  The pump for the Fuel system isn’t working properly and she is checking into a couple different options to help with the funding for this and will keep the Council updated as she goes forward.  She also asked the Council for some guide lines for the Good Samaritan Account.  We would like to consider helping more residents in the community and felt if we had a few guide lines it would make it easier for the Police Department to help residents in emergencies such as when a house fire might occur.  Mayor Curtis thought the workshop on the Land Planning went well and felt like we should schedule another one to keep it moving along.  Superintendent Abrams has been in contact with him and the District in moving ahead with the sale of the RV Park.  An appraisal is ordered and then it will be advertised, and they will accept sealed bids.  Mayor Curtis attended a social event with the chamber of Commerce in Cheyenne on Boeing/Northrop Grumman activity.  Councilmember Ragsdale asked Attorney Davison if he is aware of the issue with sales tax that the land fill paid on the liner.  Attorney Davison is aware of the issue and assured him that he is working on it.
