NEW BUSINESS Review and Approve Airport Hangar Lease and Rate Renewals for FY18.  The Lease is with Attorney Alex Davison right now for final review and after discussion on the rate increase Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to increase rates from current to $95.00 for both the old and new T-hanger with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Review and Approve Resolution 2017-05 Approving the 1% Specific Purpose Sales & Use Tax Ballot.  After discussion Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to Approve Resolution 2017-05 with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

The next 4 Items, Resolutions 2017-01, 2017-02, 2017-03 and 2017-04 all deal with capturing Revenues & Expenses within the Budget and were put in one motion for approval from Councilman Fornstrom with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Review and approve Professional Services Agreement with Lidstone & Associates.  Treasurer Kimberly Patterson explained some of the increases from Lidstone and Associates in an email from Chris Lidstone.  After discussion it was the consensus of the Council to table this until next meeting.

Discussion on Insurance Claim Status for the Town Structures was next and Treasurer Patterson explained out of pocket cost and what could be done to minimize this.  After discussion Councilman Fornstrom made a motion with a second from Councilman Ragsdale to fix City Park and to hold off on the Airport and to put the money aside for future repair.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Councilman Curtis asked how long we can keep the Towns claim open before the Insurance Company no longer pays.
Treasurer Patterson replied that we can keep it open and as we go along fixing damage we will be sure and find anything we might have missed in our first assessment and note nay additional claims.

Review of Proposed Fund Accounting Software upgrade; Treasurer Patterson had answers for the Council that was brought up at last meeting.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to move forward with the purchase of the new accounting system if Attorney Davison is satisfied that there are no hidden costs, and to pull from savings money needed and replace it as we go.  Councilman Ragsdale seconds the motion and it passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS Burt Pace had questions for the Council concerning parking trailers on the Street.  Mayor Shain explained the current Ordinance to him and he will be in for a copy of that Ordinance.  Commissner Troy Thompson was present to answer any questions on the 6th Penny Ballot and everything else is quiet in the County.  
	
DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Attorney Caleb Wilkins gave a brief update on pending issues.  Councilman Mohren presented the Council with a $500 check from the local Churches for the Good Sanitarian Account.  The money was raised at a recent Bake Sale at Texas Trail Market.   Councilman Fornstrom noted that we lost another Pine Tree in City Park due to the winds and thought we need to have a plan in place to start replacing trees.   Treasurer Kim Patterson reported that the agreement we have with the Hospital has been reviewed with no changes.  The advertisement for the Conners Building has gone out and will be ran for 3 weeks with March 6, 2017 is the date set for the bid opening.  The backup water project is complete with testing being done.  North Wells field project is at the 50% review.  Recovery relief committee has met and approved replacing 2 rooves and placed 1 other on hold for residents.  Circle S Aviation and Airtime Areal have worked out the Lease transfer and it will be April 3rd.  Carleen Graves reminded Council that the next Election will be held on May 2, 2017 and Candidates and file in the Town Hall March 8 – 28th. Mayor Shain read a letter from Pine Bluffs Music Boosters asking for the use of the Community Center fees to be waved.  Council felt they needed the input of the Recreation Director first and a decision will be made next meeting.  He also brought up the Championship Sign and they all liked the design and would like to move forward with it.
