March 5, 2018 Minutes

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Present: Mayor Alan Curtis; Councilmember Donn Randall; Councilmember Thomas Mohren; Councilmember Janna Kestner; Councilmember Michael Ragsdale; Alex Davison, Attorney, Kim Patterson, Treasurer, Carleen Graves, Clerk, Jerry Lamb, Public Works Director; and Zach Spadt with the PB Post; Dalton Fuller, Gail Hockersmith, Nick Hockersmith and Nancy Sundin.  Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Randall made a motion to accept the Agenda as proposed with the addition of a Lease agreement for the Court Room with PB Heritage Society. A second was heard from Councilmember Ragsdale and the motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After a brief discussion   Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda with a second Councilmember Randall and the motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   Discussion and Vote by Roll Call: Credit Card Surcharge & Convenience Fees on Credit Cards payments.  This would take effect April 1, 2018.  Treasurer Kim Patterson explained that the fees would start out at 2.5% of the payment and looked for it to go down to 1.5%.  Bank drafts and payment direct from checking accounts would be free from fees. After discussion and questions Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve the Surcharge and Convenience Fees with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Mohren voting aye, Councilmember Randall voting aye, Councilmember Ragsdale voting aye and Councilmember Kestner voting aye.
Motion passed.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Nancy Sundin had concerns with the snow removal in front of the Library and it receives no sun and the street is frozen and had questions on the alleys in Town.  Mayor Curtis explained that there is a plan in place for snow removal and we will stay with it for now and revisit it next year. Material has been purchased for the repair of alleys.  Gail Hockersmith and Nick Hockersmith also had complaints on the snow removal.  Her camper had to be removed from the street for the snow to be cleared and it never was cleared.  Nick was concerned that the plows come by and throw the snow in her driveway and at her age she can’t get out there and shovel anymore.  She did thank the Council for fixing her alley.  Councilmember Ragsdale also had calls on the snow removal on Main Street not getting done.  

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Randall attended the Senior Citizens Board Meeting on the 26th of February.  They have several lights out and were wondering how long they must wait to get them replaced.  Kim Patterson explained that out of 55 lights there are 29 out.  She spoke to Alicia and asked if it was a safety issue and was told it was not at this point.  To replace the lights with LED Lights its around $100 for each light and for fluorescent lights it would be a cost of $79.00.  The LED lights would last longer and use less energy, but it would be July 1 before money is available to purchase the lights. Councilmember Kestner reported that youth soccer has started. Kim Patterson stated that the Nusciance Ordinance has been advertised and will start the process.
