March 19, 2018 Minutes

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Randall made a motion to accept the Agenda as proposed. A second was heard from Councilmember Mohren and the motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   United Methodist Church, Roger Brelsford to discuss property Sale.  Roger explained to the Council what the Church wanted to do to sell the rental property on Main Street.  Alex explained that a replat needs to be done and then the Town could accept a variance for the setbacks.  Council agreed with the replating and they are to come back when they get this done.  

Review and Approve Bid Recommendations for window on the Past.  Kim went over the Bid Results with the Council and STC Construction was the lowest bidder at $109,000.  This is funded with 2012 6th Penny money.  After discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Bid Recommendation and accept STC Construction with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

Review and Approve Employee Evaluation Form Template.  Council all liked what Kim had come up with and approved her moving forward with the Evaluation Process and have the Supervisors get started.


VISITOR COMMENTS   Gary Roadifer with the Lions Club asked permission to use the Golf Coarse again this year for the Annual Easter Egg Hunt.  April 25th the Lions Club will be holding a Diabetic Workshop with the Medical Clinic at the Historical High School to inform the Public of Type 2 Diabetes is the fastest growing disease in adults and to teach them the signs. They are also gearing up for their Annual High Plains Ride for Sight Fund Raiser May 27, 2018.  Asked permission to use City Park and have the Town Hall make copies for them.  The Council was in favor of all his requests.  

Linda Heath, Laramie County Commissioner, updated the Council on what they have been up to.  The Legislature has wrapped up, A 45-75 wind turbine field will be started later in 2019-2020, Fair Ambassadors have been named and they are updating the County Land Use Regulations.

Councilmember Mohren would like the Portable speed sign to be moved to cemetery hill as drivers coming off the hill are traveling real fast.  Alex stated that they are pursuing about 14 non-payors.  Councilman Mohren reported that he will be attending the Region I Meeting in Fort Laramie on the 22nd.  Mayor Curtis met with WYDOT on the land sway that took plan years ago and that will be finalized soon.  He also brought up to them about the Railroad Crossing and the importance of it to the Town and the North Wells Project.  They agreed with him and will do what they can to help secure funds.  Kim Patterson stated that a letter to residents will be ready to send out at the end of the week letting them know that we are ready for Direct Pay.  Carleen asked the Council to name a voting delegate for the WAM Convention in June.  Councilmember Mohren is attending and they were all in agreement to name him as the Voting Delegate.  The Quarterly meeting is in Albin On April 4th and please let her know who will be attending so a RSVP can be sent.
