AGENDA APPROVAL Councilman Curtis made a motion to accept the Agenda with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT ADGENDA Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve the consent agenda with note on building permit at 205 Walnut that the East fence line cannot be used for an entry to building. A second was heard from Councilman Mohren.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   Community Reforestation Program Proposal -  Treasurer Kim Patterson prosed to the Council a new Program to work like the Curb and Gutter repayment program but would be for the removal and replanting of trees within the Community.  We would set aside $35,000 from Insurance Funds, have the interested citizen use our Contractor to remove and replant trees and then access the cost on their Utility Bill.  After discussion, the Councilman Curtis made a motion to proceed with the Reforestation Program with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Roberta Foster read a letter addressed to the Council on her concerns of the City Park Trees.  She would really like to see some Evergreens put back as our Town has a long history of Pine Trees.  Treasure Kim Patterson explained that our plan isn’t final and we can certainly add Evergreen Trees into the mix of trees.  
	
[bookmark: _GoBack]DEPARTMENT REPORTS    Treasurer Kim Patterson reported that the Roof repair will start next week and the Museum will be the first one started.  Water testing will begin next Wednesday at 9:00am.  We will be running an ad April 10 for Cemetery Cleanup and work will begin the following week.  The Public Works Department has a few items they would like to advertise for sale and the Council agreed to them advertising them.  An updated Utility Payment Policy was presented to the Council as the last one was updated in 2004.  After discussion Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve the updated Utility Payment Policy with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. Plans are in the works for street repairs with the Chip Sealing to be in late July or early August.  A proposal to start selling Jet A Fuel out at the Airport was presented to Council.  After discussion, the Council felt more research is needed before deciding. A copy of the Sample Ballot was given to the Council also.   Carleen Graves reminded the Council of the upcoming WAM Convention May 31, June 1 & 2.  The Town needs to name a voting delegate for the meetings.  It was a unanimous decision to name Councilman Mohren as the Delegate.  Quarterly Meeting is March 30th in Burns. The Liquor Division will be holding state wide meetings to answer any questions that might come up after the Legislature.  Kim and Carleen will be attending the one in Cheyenne March 31st.  An updated picture of the State Championship sign was show and the Council all liked it and would like to move forward.
