Discussion on WY Link fees is taking place, Legislature has passed the $105 Million for general funding but no consensus money will available.  Clear Creek Park remodeling is moving along and the 6th penny is moving along and he asked the Council to start getting their projects ready.
Jimmie Earl introduced the new reporter to the Council; Zach Spadt will be covering the Council Meetings from now on.

Councilman Fornstrom reported that the offer of employment for a patrolman was declined so the process will start over but Chief Trout is still able to have the Town covered. . Kim Patterson reported that we will have an Electric Meter project teleconference this week, North Wells kickoff will be March 29th with the pre-bid.  She explained the to Council that Lidstone and Associates are close to expending the budget and would they like to increase that Budget line item.  It will have to come from savings. No decision was made to increase the budget line item at this time. We have received a grant from the Laramie County Recreation Board for the Veterans Memorial Project.  Carleen thanked the Council for the opportunity to attend training in Dallas last week.  It was very beneficial and Kim and Carleen will get all the new updates implemented.
