Public Meeting
North Wells Project
Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming



Present: Councilman Alan Curtis, Tom McDonough, Public Works; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Chris Lidstone with Lidstone and Associates.

 
The Meeting was called to order at 10:00 A.M. by Chris Lidstone.  The purpose of the meeting was to allow citizens to review and comment on the North Wells Project which will be completed on property currently owned by Toby Kimzey north of Pine Bluffs. 

Chris Lidstone presented a brief summary of the North Wells Project, which is partially being funding by the Wyoming Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund.  The project involves drilling a new water supply well, equipping this and an existing well, and connecting these two wells to the Town of Pine Bluffs water system via a transmission pipeline.  This pipeline will be connected directly to Pine Bluffs existing isolated transmission line.  

Mr. Lidstone explained that Pine Bluffs has lost production from four of its six High Plains Aquifer wells since the 1990s, and has lost 50% of the production from its two remaining Brule Aquifer wells.  To meet municipal demand, the Town has supplemented its supply with two new Lance/Fox Hills Aquifer wells, and completed another well in the Terrace Aquifer along Lodgepole Creek.  While water from the Lance/Fox Hills Aquifer meets municipal standards, groundwater from those wells must be blended to meet lawn irrigation requirements due its high sodium levels.    
 
The construction and incorporation of these wells into the system will afford the Town much needed redundancy and maintain water quality suitable for all residential applications.  It will also provide the Town needed water security to meet future demands.  The total cost of the North Wells Project is approximately $2.6 million dollars.  The Town plans to borrow $438,900.00 from the Wyoming Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund.  Voter approved initiatives to retire debt and recent water rate increases will allow repayment of the loan, which will have terms of 2.5% and 20 years.   

With no one from the public in attendance and no other questions received prior to or during the meeting, the public meeting was adjourned at 10:02 A.M.
