Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Randall made a motion to accept the Agenda as proposed. A second was heard from Councilmember Mohren and the motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After a brief discussion Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda with a second Councilmember Kestner and the motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Attorney Alex Davison finalized the lease agreement with Visionary Communications Inc. to a telecommunications equipment on the town tower in an effort to add high speed wireless internet services to the surrounding area.  Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to approve the lease agreement with a second from Councilman Randall.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   

Sonja Carlson, Recreation Director National Walk the Park was a successful event with over 100 participants; drawings were held for a FitBit and a hoverboard; High West Energy supported the event by donating a second FitBit that was also raffled off at the event.  Soccer games will start later this week.  Sonja also provided recommended fee schedules for the Council to review for upcoming seasons.  Rates have not been increased for a while in an effort to keep activities affordable.  Mayor Curtis requested that the Council review the proposal for further discussion at the next meeting.  There was further discussion about what equipment is available in the fitness center and additional clarification on some of the proposed fees was provided.

Police Chief Justin Trout mentioned that the school zone signs are slowing drivers down and the speed sign was relocated. The Car Care case was solved awaiting a final report.  There were no other items to report.

Jerry Lamb, Public Works Director, reported that deep wells 5 and 9 were inoperative; 9 is operating as of this morning and 5 is awaiting repair.  The deep water is used to mix with our shallow wells to control nitrate levels; nitrate testing is conducted quarterly.  The archaeology site, Windows on the Past, work started today with a 45-day completion time.  The North Wells Field project is in substantial completion with a punch list of approximately 9 items. The construction phase of the water tank project will start next week with a projected completion date of September 15, 2018. The majority of old traffic signs throughout the town were removed with a plan to replace with new signs as needed; Jerry requested that if other deteriorated signs are noticed to please let him know.  The Public Works Facility Project is underway and RFP for street repairs is being prepared for release.  The PW crew will make requested water upgrades to 202 Main Street to include a 4” fire tap and 2” water tap.  In addition, a large portion of electric infrastructure repairs/upgrades will also be completed in-house.

Jerry also discussed the four projects that are currently underway at the airport.  They include AWOS system repairs/upgrades, fuel pump replacement, replacing the hangar roof on the new hangar and the seal coat and pavement marking project.

Preparations are also being made to open the pool and refurbish the infield and lights at the ball field.

Spring clean up will be the week of June 4th.  Councilman Mohren mentioned that some members of the community were requesting a dumpster for construction debris (i.e. wood, drywall, etc.).  Jerry stated that there is a plan in the works for the east lot to include a large dumpster.

Treasurer Patterson discussed the FY19 budget; the budget handbook was received today and it appears that there will be no significant budget cuts for the upcoming fiscal year.  A reminder that there will be no consensus funds for the biennium.  Work with each department will begin shortly to prepare the budget for readings.  The first budget reading will be on Monday, May 7th, 2018 to me the deadline of June 15th.  A budget workshop for the council was offered and will be scheduled.

There was additional discussion regarding the archaeology site – apparently raccoons had burrowed into the site and cased some damage to displays.  Work will continue to update all the wall displays and now additional work will be scheduled to correct the damage caused by the animals.  There may be a slight delay in opening the site for visitors this season.

Patterson also prepared a packet of scholarship applicants for each member of the Governing Body to review.  A vote will be held during an executive session at the next meeting.

We are also working with the insurance company regarding some final repairs to include the water tank dome, two hangar roofs at the airport, and the Community Center roof.  Once those roofs are complete, that will mark the end of all major storm damage repairs.

Donn Randall discussed concerns with the Senior Center lighting; the town will budget for replacing all lights to be replaced at the start of the new fiscal year.  There is also a roof leak at the Senior Center that will be covered under warranty along with several damaged ceiling tiles that need to be replaced.  Jerry will get it scheduled.  Councilman Randall also stated that the first meeting of the Trail Days Committee took place and the theme for this year will be “Celebrating Our Western Heritage”.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS This Wednesday is the Quarterly Meeting in Albin.  Prior to the meeting at 4:00 is a gathering at Wyoming Malting to celebrate Restaurant Week.  The next meeting will be Monday, April 16, 2018 at 7:00 pm.  

ADJOURNMENT Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Councilman Randall and motion passed with 4 ayes.
