[bookmark: _GoBack]NEW BUSINESS   Resolution 2017-07 Supporting Legislation to Provide Authority to Municipalities to Create a Lien Arising from Past Due Bills for Utilities and other Municipal Services.  Treasurer Patterson explained Resolution 2017-07 to the Council and after explanation Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve Resolution 2017-07 in Support of Legislation to Provide Authority to Municipalities with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Jeanne West from Laramie County Emergency Management updated the Council on Hazard Mitigation Plan for the County.  They have completed a revision and will be available on their website for a brief period but a hard copy is always available.  Currently working on a County Wildfire protection plan with the West half of the County done (I-25 West) with the East half of the County to be completed.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Jeff Ketcham with the Laramie County Fair Board gave a presentation to the Council on the Archer Complex and the Multi-Purpose Events Center.  It will be a year-round facility with all types of Events to be held in the Facility.
Charlene Boner also participated in the presentation and expressed the importance of voting in the upcoming Election.
Rob Stevens asked for the Councils help in getting information to Contractors that the Town does have an Ordinance and goes by the 2006 Building Codes.  Kim will send the information to Rob so he will have it on hand to give to Contractors.  Bob Lyons with the Lions Club asked the Council for their support in the upcoming Ride for Sight event on May 28, 2017.  Restrooms in the Park need to be open and may need copies and such.  The Council all agreed to help in any way needed.
	
DEPARTMENT REPORTS    Kim Patterson stated that the annual yard sale is set for June 3 and residents associate that with the annual spring cleanup.  A decision needs to be made as to set large dumpster around Town or to proceed as we have in the past. And go door to door.  After discussion, the Council agreed that we would continue as we have in the past as we can’t monitor the Roll-offs for hazardous materials.  Preparation has stated for FY2018 Budget and the Tree Program is going strong! Carleen Graves stated that we are next to host the Quarterly Dinner in June or early July.  We received a notice that Demolition is to begin on the Parsons Street Bridge and will cause closures the 17th – 20th.
