Present: Mayor William Shain; Councilman Alan Curtis; Councilman Michael Ragsdale; Councilman Tom Mohren; Councilman Mark Fornstrom; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Kimberly Patterson, Treasurer; Alex Davison, Attorney; Jerry Lamb, Public Works.  Also present was Polly Taylor, Sharon Fain, Cheyenne Light, Fuel and Power; Mark Stacy and Ryan Duve, Lidstone and Associates and Linda Heath, Commissioner.  Mayor William Shain called the Meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL Addition to the Agenda with the WEBT renewal agreement.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to accept the Agenda with the addition the renewal of Insurance agreement from WEBT to be placed as Item 8.  A second from Councilman Ragsdale was heard and motion passed unanimously with 4ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT ADGENDA Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve all items in consent agenda items 1 through 3.  A second was heard from Councilman Mohren.   The motion passed unanimously with 4ayes.

ITEM #4 Mark Stacy addressed the Council on an Amendment to the Kimzey Due Diligence Project and the Professional Services Agreement with Lidstone and Associates for the North Well Field Project. After discussion Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve Amendment #3 request on Kimsey Due Diligence Project with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  With no questions from the Council, Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve the revised Professional Service Agreement with Lidstone and Associates with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Ryan Duve updated the Council on the Booster Station Rehabilitation Project after the pre-construction meeting with the time line for the project and spoke on the Water Tank Project. 

ITEM # 5 Approve bid on the 150 Aces Lease Ground as advertised.  After discussion on who would be responsible for repairs to equipment, Councilman Fornstrom motioned to approve the Bid from Todd Fornstrom at $125 per acre for a one year lease with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 6 Chief Trout addressed the Council on concerns he had with the Golf Carts Ordinance and the unregistered vehicles on private property. Chief Trout feels that anyone using Golf Carts in Town should be a licensed driver and have insurance on it to cover the Town for a liability issue.  After discussion the Mayor and Council felt that the current Ordinance covers the Town from any Liability but, did agree that they should be a licensed driver with current Insurance.  A permit will be issued from the Town Clerk at a $5 fee.  The Town Ordinance regarding unregistered vehicle covers the Town and it keeps the Town clean and looking nice.

ITEM # 7American Towers Agreement.  Attorney Davison has reviewed the Agreement and said it was good to go.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to sign the agreement with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #8 Renewal of Insurance with WEBT – Blue Cross Blue Shield.  After discussion Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve the renewal and stay with WEBT with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Sharon Fain with Cheyenne Light, Fuel and Power was present to let the Council know that repairs on the streets will begin next week and be complete by the end of May. Commissioner Linda Heath updated Council on the County Commissioners meetings.  

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Attorney Davison reported that the street assessments are done and a Resolution will be prepared for the next Council meeting.  Councilman Mohren had a letter from Julie Shandera explaining a leak at the Daycare. Public Works department is aware of it and will take steps to get it fixed. Councilman Fornstrom asked the Council to brain storm on what can be done to the unrepaired buildings in Town and to get them cleaned up.  Treasurer Kim Patterson asked the Council for a Budget Workshop May 4th at 6:30, prior to the Council Meeting. Council agreed to meet then.  She also reported that she met with the Auditor this week, will be attending a workshop in Casper on Tuesday and the Thrasher Project is closed out.  Carleen asked the Council to name a Voting Delegate plus an alternate.  Council unanimously named Councilman Tom Mohren as Voting Delegate and Clerk Carleen Graves as the alternate. She also reported that a letter of Thanks was received from the Pine Bluffs Post thanking the Council for renewing their add in the 2015 High Plains Adventure travel guide.  Councilman Ragsdale had a list from Jerry Lamb on items for surplus.  Advertising for the two vehicles could be done and Councilman Ragsdale asked Jerry to add to the list as much as he could so this procedure needs to be done once.  Councilman Curtis reported that the Pheasant Forever Banquet was a huge success.
