Regular Meeting

Present: Mayor William Shain; Councilman Mark Fornstrom; Councilman Alan Curtis; Councilman Michael Ragsdale; Councilman Thomas Mohren; Kim Patterson, Treasurer; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Alex Davison, Attorney. Also, present, Gary Collins, Pine Bluffs Post; Shawn Ajdar and Nancy Sundin.   Mayor Shain called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL Councilman Curtis made a motion to accept the Agenda with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT ADGENDA Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve the consent agenda with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   none

VISITOR COMMENTS   Shawn Ajdar with AYA Homes was present to ask the Council to revisit the Bid on the Conner’s property.  After he explained why his bid said what it did and the Council heard from Attorney Alex Davison Mayor Shain asked the Council if there was a motion to resend the original Bid.  With no motion from the Council the matter was closed.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS    Alex Davison reported that the Towns code Book hasn’t been revised for over 20 years and that they are in the process of getting that done right now.   The Elm Street Property issue is moving forward.  Councilman Fornstrom stated that there will be a Graduation Party in the Community Center by invitation only and requested alcohol be allowed.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to allow alcohol for the night of May 21 for a Graduation Party with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed with 3 ayes with Councilman Fornstrom abstaining from the vote.  Kim Patterson gave a status update on the Rooves being replaced.  The Pool has been completed with a metal roof and the Museum Main Roof is done with City Park being next in line.  She met with the Conservation District on City Park grounds and they recommended that the high spots be shaved down and 2 loads of top soil be brought in to smooth it out and reseed the Park to clean it up with the cost being $15,000. After discussion from the Council Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to allow Kim to proceed with the releveling and reseeding of City Park, and not reseed the Ballfield to bring the cost down.  A second was heard from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed 3 to 1 with Councilman Fornstrom voting nay. Carleen reminded everyone that tomorrow is Election Day. Senator Enzi’s office called and they will be in theTown Hall on May 11th from 2 to 2:45 pm for the Public to visit.  She will also call Judge Moran to come down June 5th to swear in the new Council.
