Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve 1st Reading of Ordinance 2019-01 with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

He announced that this year’s theme for Trail Days is “Pathway to the West” and that Lonny and Carleen Graves will be the Grand Marshalls for this year’s Trail Days Celebration   Kim Patterson stated that we will be having a weather spotters training tomorrow night for all employee’s and anyone else that is interested.  The 2nd siren will be installed on the East side of Town soon.  Road project will begin again with crack sealing and manhole risers put in.  Restriping will be done on the streets that were done last fall.  The Garbage truck is needing new tires and we are looking around for pricing. Mayor Curtis would like the Council to think about recycle card board boxes and bale it. Carleen reminded everyone that the Election is tomorrow from 7am to 7pm.  Resolutions for the WAM Convention are available for review.  We will review them next meeting so when Councilmember Mohren and Kestner attend the Convention they can vote as the Council pleases.
