May 7, 2018 Minutes

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Randall made a motion to accept the Agenda as proposed. A second was heard from Councilmember Kestner and the motion passed unanimously with 3ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   Roger Brelsford presented the Council with a new replat from the Methodist Church for property division.  After discussion and review of the plat Attorney Davison questioned why Laramie County Planning was on the Plat.  He will call AVI and check into it and get back with Roger before the next Council Meeting for approval.

Chris Lidstone and Marcus Krali from Wenck Engineering updated the Council on current projects.  The North Well Field is complete and under Budget as being ahead of time.  The Storage Tank is under way and the schedule is looking to be complete by July 1, 2018.  Chris talked about the Nitrates in the water and blending the wells to lower the number.  Mayor Curtis thanked Chris Lidstone and Kim Patterson for their efforts in securing funding for the replacement of the tank from the SLIB Board.  Its not an easy process and they did it!  

First Reading of Ordinance 2018-01: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for FY19.  Treasurer Kim Patterson gave a review of the General Fund Budget and asked the Council to set up a workshop to go over the proposed Budget. It will be before the next Council Meeting, so any changes can be made before the 2nd Reading. 

First Reading of Ordinance 2018-02: Tree Advisory Board and Tree Standards.  Kim explained the process and that she has been working with the Department of Forestry on this.  To be a member of Tree City we need to establish a Tree Board with members of the Community and Employees to sit on this board. We will have an Arbor Day Celebration this Thursday, May 10th at 2:24 in City Park.  Discussion was held on what the Tree Board would be responsible for and how recommendations to remove dead trees would take place.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Ron Ladd asked the Council to reconsider charging for the Pool.  It is a service the Town provides for the kids in the Community and it’s the vacation some of these kids get during the summer. Don Merideth also addressed the issue of charging for the use of the Pool asking the Council to reconsider their decision. Doyle Eggli agreed with both gentlemen.  

Mike Shelit asked for the Councils consensuses on a Pasture Roping during Trail Days.  He had been to the Trail Days Committee meeting and they thought it would work but he needed to find out from the Council if it could be held on the Town’s property, south of Town.  The Council felt this would work if a different location in the Bluffs was chosen.  It was suggested that a sub-committee meeting be held before the next Trail Days Meeting to iron out the details.

Dennis Talich agreed with the Pool concerns and will be at the next meeting reference the Golf Course.

Mayor Curtis will schedule a meeting this week with the Recreation Director and Treasurer and get back to the Council with a proposal on the Pool next meeting.

Doyle Eggli addressed the Council on some issues he has been having with his garbage service.  The dumpster was removed in January and he was told for repairs.  It finally was brought back in April and he had a problem with paying for a service and not having the dumpster.  We will look into it and get back to him.

Larry Silvey talked about the Veteran Memorial and the Mural that will be done.  In one week it will be started and will take approximately 3 days to complete.  May 29th there will be a Rally dedicating the Mural at 10:00 am. He then asked the Council if they would consider having a Town Holiday such as “Pine Bluffs Honors America”.  He is going to ask the Governor to do the same for the State.  He is working on another project, putting together a map of all the Veteran Memorial’s in the State of Wyoming.  

Roy Werner asked the Council if he could lease the Ag Farm.  The Mayor asked Roy to put together a formal proposal before the next meeting and get it to us.


DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Kestner reported that work on the Pool has started and they will treat the cement floor with something for better traction and the summer program is ready.  Councilmember Ragsdale stated that clean up day will be the 3rd week in June.  Councilmember Randall attended the Senior Citizen Board Meeting and they are working on a contract for Richard Fornstrom who delivers meal to shut ins.  They are needing to replace a Board Member due to illness and they have an unruly gentleman and they are trying to solve that problem.  Treasurer Patterson gave a price proposal on a Columbaria for the cemetery with 3 options and asked the Council how big they would like to go? It was the consensus of the Council to go with the 64 Niche with room for growth in the future.  Attorney Davison stated Tim Ward is hosting a meet candidate Sam E. Galeotos who is running for Governor., Monday May 14th in Hillsdale.   Mayor Curtis met with WDOT on the RR Crossing along with UPRR and to get a crossing on Butler we must give up the Main Street Crossing, which is a safety issue.  The process will take a couple of years but will be well worth it.
