May 15, 2017 Minutes

Regular Meeting

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Mayor Shain called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the Agenda with a second from Councilman Mohren.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   Reading Number 1 or Ordinance 2017-01: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for the Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2018.  Treasurer Kim Patterson went over the progress of the Budget for the Council and asked for questions.  A motion to accept the first Reading was made by Councilman Ragsdale with a second from Councilman Curtis.  The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  

Reading Number 1 for Ordinance 2017-02: Ordinance Amending Section 8-102 The Code of Ordinances of the Town of Pine Bluffs.
Alex gave the Council a brief update on the new Liquor Laws and they are working on it.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve Ordinance 2017-02 by Title with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Jerry Sanders had a question for the Council on the Property next to the Post Office.  Mayor Shain replied that The Town cannot spot zone.  

DEPARTMENT REPORTS    Alex Davison reported that he is in the process of updating the nescience ordinance in the Code book and looking at the Tree Ordinance.  Councilman Thomas Mohren will be attending the WAM Convention in June and had copies of the Resolutions that will be voted on at the Convention if any of the Council had comments on them to let him know.  Councilman Fornstrom commented on the cheat grass around town and asked residents to please take care of it.  Kim Patterson reported that the Reforestation program has seen a lot of requests from the Community and requested an additional $10,000 for the program.  It was the consensus of the Council that if some of the residents are paying for their trees up front then we could wait and see how fast the money gets paid back. Mayor Shain commented that this is his last meeting and it has been an honor to serve the Town of Pine Bluffs.
Councilman Curtis presented Councilman Fornstrom and Mayor Shain plaques in appreciation for their years of service and dedication to the Town of Pine Bluffs and its residents.  Heather Eggli with the Recreation Department reported that the new summer schedule is out and the Annual Garage Sale is set for June 3 and in August we will be having a Mini Me Triathlon.
