A second from Councilman Mohren was made and motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes. Councilman Fornstrom moved to let Knotty Pine open at 10 this week only for the race with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #9 Approval of Ordinance 2014-01 Allocating Revenues and Expenditures for the Town Fiscal year 2014-2015 First Reading.  With minor adjustments made to the Budget from workshop Councilman Fornstrom made motion to approve Ordinance 2014-01 Allocating Revenues and Expenditures for the Town Fiscal year 2014-2015 first reading with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #10 Approval of Resolution 2014-20 allocating money from 6th penny Valve Replacement project to the North Lift Station instead. Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve Resolution 2014-20 with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #11 Approval of Resolution 2014-19 guaranteeing revenues for North Wells Project DWSRF loan.  Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve Resolution 2014-19 with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM # 12 Direction to staff related to 10th street Alley Project. With no information received Council was unable to direct staff.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Larry Silvey asked the Council about their thoughts on his putting a Veterans Memorial on his property on Main Street. All the Council felt this could be a good thing and asked him to bring his plans to the next council meeting for them to review.  Linda Heath was present to officially announce that she has filed for County Commissioner.
