May 20, 2019   Minutes

Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Ragsdale moved to accept the Agenda as presented. A second was heard from Councilmember Kestner and the motion passed unanimously with 4ayes.  

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA    Councilmember Kestner made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Randall and motion passed with ayes.

NEW BUSINESS Designate a Custodian of Records.  Attorney Davison updated the Council on the Public Records Act from the last Legislation.  After discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to name the Town Treasurer as primary and Clerk as secondary Custodian of Records with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 4 ayes. 

Name voting Delegate for the WAM Convention.  Councilmember Mohren was unanimously agreed upon as Delegate for the Town by the Council.  

Discuss WAM Resolutions.  Council reviewed the Resolutions and will bring back to the next meeting any recommendations for Councilmember Mohren.

Resolution 2019-06: Authorizing Submission of a DWSRF Loan Pre-Application.  Kim gave the Council background information on the Resolution.  After Discussion Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve Resolution 2019-06 with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Mayor Curtis read the Resolution by Title and the motion passed with 4 ayes.

Reading No.2 of Ordinance 2019-01: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for FY20. Discussion on the Budget was held with the Garbage department fees and status the main discussion.  Councilmember Mohren asked is Court will be relocated to the Municipal Building now since it is completed.  Mayor Curtis stated that that is the Councils decision. Councilmember Mohren made a motion to pass Reading No. 2 of Ordinance 2019-01 with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion passed with 4 ayes. 


VISITOR COMMENTS   Penny Merryfield asked the Council if it wouldn’t be prudent to privatize the Garbage service if the Town is losing money.  Attorney Davison addressed her comment as far as the liability was concerned.  The Council will continue to discuss the matter.
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DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Attorney Davison asked about the address at Wyoming Malting.  Kim Patterson explained that the address given at the time of construction was a temporary one and now it’s time to give a good address.  After discussion Councilmember Randall made a motion to name the road in front of Malting Shain Lane and Shain Business Park. Motion died due to lack of a second.  Further discussion was had and Councilmember Kestner made a motion to name the Street “Bourbon Street” and the Business Park “Shain Business Park” with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion passed with 4 ayes. Question was asked by Mayor Curtis on the property lines on Butler Street.  Attorney Davison will make another call.  Councilmember Kestner reported that the Bike Rodeo was held today with 160 helmets given out and they were donated from DOT. Pool repairs are underway with the heater being turned on tomorrow and opening set for May 28th.  There is a leak in the parking lot and as soon as weather permits maintenance department will get repairs done. Councilmember Ragsdale stated that they are looking into changing the Landfill hours to better serve everyone.  Kim Patterson stated that the safety inspector will be here Tuesday for Phase II. This will hopefully reduce our Workers Comp rates. Budget is moving along, and the Airport inspection is set for the 22nd at 10am.   Mayor Curtis reported that we are putting together a small group task force for the North Wells Property. Carleen announced that we will be hosting an open house on the 28th from 3-6pm in conjunction with The Beauty Box customer appreciation day for the Public to view our new offices. We have received a letter form Tyler Graves requesting permission to hay the ground owned by the Town located north of Town for $3,000.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the request with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.
