May 21, 2018 Minutes

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Randall made a motion to accept the Agenda as proposed. A second was heard from Councilmember Kestner and the motion passed unanimously with 3ayes.  Councilmember Michael Ragsdale entered the meeting.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After a brief review of the payables by the Treasurer, Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale and the motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   Roy Werner brought a proposal to the Council to lease the old Ag Farm north of Town.  He will maintain the fencing and fence out the wells. The purpose of this lease is to run about 40 head of goats.  After discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the request with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Resolution 2018-01 Rail Road Crossing Relocation.  Along with this Resolution is a Petition for WYDOT to move forward with the relocation of the crossing.  After discussion Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve Resolution 2018-01 with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  

Second Reading of Ordinance 2018-01: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for FY19.  Treasurer Kim Patterson gave a review of the General Fund Budget after changes were made from the workshop the Council attended.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion with a second from Councilmember Randall to approve Ordinance 2018-01: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for FY19.   Councilmember Ragsdale then made a motion to amend the Budget with changes on 2nd reading with a second from Councilmember Randall.  The motion to amend Budget passed with 4 ayes.  The Main motion on Budget then passed with 4 ayes.  

Second Reading of Ordinance 2018-02: Tree Advisory Board and Tree Standards.  No changes to the Ordinance were made from the First Reading.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve 2nd Reading of Ordinance 2018-02: Tree Advisory Board and Tree Standards with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

VISITOR COMMENTS   Dennis Talich spoke to the Council in reference of the Golf Course.  He explained to the Council that for years they have been promising help and he still hasn’t received any and he is done.  He asked the Council to ask Marty Roth for advice as he has a lot of experience in Golf Courses.  

Commissioners Linda Heath and Troy Thompson both reminded the Council that the 5th Penny is up for renewal in November and stressed the important of the funds this tax generated for everyone.  They are also working on their Budget as well.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Randall attended the Senior Citizen Board Meeting and reported that Lowell Klassy resigned from the Board and Jackie Mueller has moved to Cheyenne they are looking at their options to replace Board members or go from 7 Board Member to 5.  He will take that back to them and see what they need to do.  Discussion was also held on the Van, since they use it 3 to 4 times a week maybe the Town could gift it to them and then they could fund the upkeep on it.  Councilmember Kestner will ask Sonja to look into having an addition Golf Tournament. Councilmember Ragsdale asked Jerry to report on projects within the Town.  The pouring of the water tank in about complete and the frame work on the new building is up.  Mayor Curtis brought up the burned-out building by the School and asked what can be done.  Attorney Davison apologized and said he would get moving on that issue again.  Also, the Town sold a Pivot system last November and it was to be removed and its still out there.  What can we do?  Attorney Davison said we could nullify the bid and return the funds paid and they put it out there for a new bid.  We will proceed to resolve that issue.  Treasurer Patterson showed the Council the floor plans on the Commerce Building and asked the Council if we could proceed.  It was the consensus of the Council to move forward with the plans. Also, the property line on the East Lot where we are putting the new shop has been resurveyed and there is a section, 17’ by 180’ that belongs to Rodney Reher that is in the middle of the driveway.  We have a verbal with Mr. Reher to purchase the land and asked the Councils pleasure.  It was the consensus of the Council to move forward with the purchase.
