ITEM #6 Mark Anderson was present and presented to the Council two bids for the Towns Insurance for Fiscal Year 2014-2015. After discussion and questions from the Council, Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the quote from Cincinnati with a look at a higher deductible.  A second from Councilman Mohren was made and motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #7 Budget and rates discussion and Approval of Ordinance 2014-01 setting the FY 2014-2015 Budget for the Town, Second Reading. After discussion Councilman Curtis moved to accept staff recommendations on the rate changes for the Cemetery, RV Park EMS Billing Rate Schedule, Water and Electric disconnect fees. A second was made from Councilman Ragsdale and motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes. Discussion was made on job description for a Parks person for maintenance whom will be charged with mowing ditches etc, weed eating and spraying all Town facilities for weeds. They proposed a trial run next year for 4 months at a total cost of $8,500. Treasurer Caryn will plug numbers into budget to see if this will work. Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to pass FY 2014-2015 Budget on second Reading with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #8 Approval of Change Order #2 for 10th Street Alley Project. Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve Change Order #2 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #9 Approval of Resolution 2014-21amendment transferring savings from Black/Butler to 10th Street Alley.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-21 with a second from Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 10 Directions to staff on City Park.  Council agreed that new shelter should be directly south of Restrooms and no sidewalk will connect the two and to place sidewalk to new shelter on the east side.

ITEM #11 Application from Circle S Aviation reference Congested area flight plan for mosquito spraying.   Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve the application with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM #12 Approval of Resolution 2014-22 amending the budget for FY 2013-2014 to recognize expenses and revenues from an American Heart Association grant. Councilman Curtis moved to approve Resolution 2014-22 with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Councilman Mohren questioned how the payment for Electric service at Preston Harer and Pat Gross is coming. Clerk Carleen Graves explained that Preston deducts the monthly charge from his utilities and Pat Gross hasn’t paid his full amount either.  Council directed staff to send a letter to Preston pertaining to getting it paid and to assess Pat’s final amount on his town bill.  Attorney Davison requested an executive session on real estate matter. Clerk Graves reported that next week is WAM in Casper and the Town Hall gals will be attending and Councilman Mohren will be there also.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: Councilman Fornstom moved to go into executive session with a second from Councilman Mohren on a real estate matter with no decision being made.  Motion passed with 5 ayes.  Councilman Ragsdale moved to end executive session with a second from Councilman Curtis. Motion passed with 5 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed with 5 ayes and the meeting was adjourned.
