NEW BUSINESS Reading No 3 of Ordinance 2019-01: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for FY20. After a few questions and clarification Mayor Curtis read the Ordinance by Title. Motion was made by Councilmember Mohren to Approve Ordinance 2019-01 Annual Appropriation Ordinance for FY20 with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Mayor Curtis then called for a roll call vote.  Councilmember Mohren voting aye, Councilmember Randall voting Aye and Councilmember Kestner voting aye.  Motion passed.  

Mayor Curtis made his selections of Boards and Commissions with Police Department Commissioner being Alan Curtis, Emergency Medical Services Commissioner Thomas Mohren, Recreation Department Commissioner Donn Randall, Streets & Utilities Commissioner Michael Ragsdale and Parks, Cemetery & Facilities Commissioner Janna Kestner.

Mayor Curtis then named Biennium Appointments with Clerk, Carleen Graves; Treasurer, Kimberly Patterson; Police Chief, Justin Trout; Judge, Mark Moran and Attorney, Alex Davison. A swearing in by Mayor Curtis for the next term was then done.

Approval of Sewer bid Recommendation from Sunrise Engineering.  Devin Jones with Sunrise gave the Council a brief update and answered any question they had. Funds are available from the 6th penny tax.  Low bidder was Town & Country and the recommendation was to approve their bid.  Councilmember Mohren made a motion to accept Sunrise Engineering’s recommendation to approve Town and Country Construction for Phase I of the Sewer Project with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.


VISITOR COMMENTS   None


DEPARTMENT REPORTS    Councilmember Kestner reported that the Pool is ready, and training has been on going the past week.  She also stated that she would like to see the Pool stay open through Labor Day.  Attorney Davison has an Executive Session item.  Councilmember Randall reported that the Garage sale for the Senior Center raised $2450.00.  Mayor Curtis reported that there was a Water Main break 2 weeks ago and Public Works along with Kim Patterson and Sand and Gravel did a great job in getting it fixed.  Kim Patterson reported that to bring the Pool online there was a cost of $10,000 and so she agreed that it needs to stay open as much as possible. She will be aggressive on Grants this year and we are starting on the development of North Main Property.  Carleen asked the Council if they will be serving Breakfast during Trial Days this year and where they will be serving it.  A decision was made to have it at the Community Center this year serving Pancakes and Donuts.
