June 4, 2018 Minutes

PUBLIC HEARING Mayor Curtis opened the Public Hearing on Fiscal Year 2018 Budget Adoption for the Town of Pine Bluffs for comment from the Public.  With no changes and no comments from the Public the Public Hearing was closed.

Present: Mayor Alan Curtis; Councilmember Michael Ragsdale; Councilmember Thomas Mohren; Councilmember Donn Randall; Kim Patterson, Treasurer; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Sonja Carlson, Recreation; Zach Spadt, Pine Bluffs Post; Roger Brelsford.   Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to accept the Agenda as proposed. A second was heard from Councilmember Randall and the motion passed unanimously with 3ayes.  

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After discussion on Item 6, Property Lease, Councilmember Randall made a motion to exclude Item 6 from the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  That motion passed with 3 ayes.  Councilmember Ragsdale then made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Randall and motion passed with 3 ages.

NEW BUSINESS   Roger Brelsford brought in a revised replat for property division with the changes that Attorney Davison had suggested.  After looking at the changes Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the replat with a second from Councilman Randall.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Reading No. 3 of Ordinance 2018-01: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for FY19   Mayor Curtis read the Ordinance by Title and with no discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Ordinance 2018-01 with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Mayor Curtis then took a roll call vote with Councilmembers Randall, Mohren and Ragsdale all voting Aye.  Motion passed with 3 ayes. 

VISITOR COMMENTS   none

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Mohren asked the question with 5 full time employees and 3 part time employees we have a contract labor to do the mowing.  It was explained to him at the time the contract labor for mowing was hired we were short with only 3 full time employees and no part time were hired yet, and as soon as we are back to full status the contract labor can be released.  He also asked that any new hires need to come before the Council.  Councilmember Randall reported that the Senior Citizens Board hadn’t meet yet but as soon as they do he will decline the Board Position.  He asked Sonja if the Pasture roping was a go for Trail Days and she isn’t sure but will get with Mike Shelit.  The Breakfast at Trail Days was discussed, and it was decided that it will be on Sunday Morning in City Park.  Councilmember Ragsdale stated that the new building in coming along as well as the Water Tower.  Kim Patterson reported that the Archelogy Site is almost complete and should be opening June 20th.  Just reworking a few more displays.  The Tree Reforestation Program is at a closed this spring with around 120 new Trees being planted with the removal still going on.  She asked the Council to vote on part time employees being able to purchase Health Insurance through the Town but at no cost to the Town and to give employee an option of a $1000 or $2500 deductible.  After discussion Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve the ability of Part time Employees working 20 plus hours a week the option of purchasing Health Insurance at no cost to the Town with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.  Rene has been working on a newsletter to be sent out to residents possibly twice a year.  Chief Trout asked the Council to approve residents being able to shoot off Fireworks July 3-5, 2018.  He has talked to the Fire Department and they are OK with it.  Hours would be July 3 – 10am to 10pm, July 4th – 10am to midnight and July 5 – 10am to 10pm.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the discharging of Fireworks as stated by Chief Trout with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.  Recreation Director Sonja Fornstrom asked the Council permission to advertise the Golf Course in Cheyenne paper at no cost to the Town.  The Council all agreed this would be great and Mayor Curtis stated that he would like to have at least 3 Golf Tournaments every year.  Sonja will work on his request.  Carleen Reported that the WAM Convention will be next week in Pinedale and Councilmember Mohren will be attending.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS   The next meeting will be Monday, June 18, 2018 at 7:00 pm.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilmember Randall made a motion to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.  Councilmember Kestner entered the meeting via phone for Executive Session.

Councilmember Mohren made a motion to end Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Mohren made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Councilman Randall and motion passed with 3 ayes.
