June 5, 2017 Minutes

Regular Meeting

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Present: Mayor Alan Curtis; Councilmember Michael Ragsdale; Councilmember Thomas Mohren; Councilmember Janna Kestner; Councilmember Donn Randall; Kim Patterson, Treasurer; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Alex Davison, Attorney; Sonja Fornstrom, Recreation; Jerry Lamb, Public Works; Justin Trout, Chief of Police. Also, present, Gary Collins, Pine Bluffs Post; Linda Heath, County Commissioner; Daniel Curtis, Eric Kestner, Jerry Sanders and Boyd Wiggam.  Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to accept the Agenda with a second from Councilman Mohren.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Judge Moran swore in Mayor Alan Curtis and Councilmember Donn Randall and Councilmember Janna Kestner.

Mayor Curtis then informed everyone that all meetings of the Council will be at 7:00pm in the future.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT ADGENDA Councilman Mohren made a motion to approve the consent agenda with a second from Councilman Randall.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

CONSIDERATION OF CLAIMS

NEW BUSINESS   Mayor Curtis made his selection of Boards and commissions as followed: Senior Citizens Board, Donn Randall and Landfill Board Michael Ragsdale. Commissions of Public Works Parks/Cemetery, Donn Randall; Police Department, Alan Curtis; EMS, Thomas Mohren; Recreation, Janna Kestner; Public Works Streets, Michael Ragsdale. Councilmember Donn Randall made a motion to accept the Boards and Commissions as stated with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Mayor Curtis then made the appointments to the Staff as follows: Mark Moran, Judge; Justin Trout, Chief of Police; Kimberly Patterson, Treasure; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Alex Davison, Attorney.  Councilmember Michael Ragsdale made a motion to accept the appointments with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Mayor Curtis then gave the oath of office to the appointees.

Reading Number 2 of the Ordinance 2017-01: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for the Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2018.  Treasurer Kim Patterson went over the progress of the Budget for the Council and asked for questions.   After discussion, a motion to accept the second Reading was made by Councilmember Randall with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  

Reading Number 2 for Ordinance 2017-02: Ordinance Amending Section 8-102 The Code of Ordinances of the Town of Pine Bluffs.
Alex introduced Boyd Wiggam to the Council and he went through the changes of the Ordinance explaining as much of it as he could. He answered questions from the Council and Linda Heath from the Commissioners shared what the County and City of Cheyenne are doing with their hours opening. Mayor Curtis then asked about item Number10, A letter from knotty Pine requesting permission to cater events in Laramie County and open earlier on Sundays.  Attorney Davison explained that per state statue each event needs to be approved by a case by case event so they will need to bring those events to the Council at the time of the events.  They requested a catering permit for a Wedding on June 17, 2017.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve a catering permit for that event with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  After discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the Amended Ordinance 2017-02 with a second from Councilmember Mohren, The Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

Review and Discussion: Employee Handbook Updated 2017.  Alex weighed in on the changes and said Kim did an excellent job in revising the outdated version.  He did suggest that the employees see it to add any of their input.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Linda Heath with the County Commissioners shared what has been happening with the Commissioners.
They have been working on financing 6 Penny items, the recent snow storm in Laramie County didn’t qualify for Disaster Relief Funding, The RV Campground at Archer Complex is being finished up and will be ready for June 17-18 event.  Currently working on their Budget and a reminder that the Victim Services Drive is going on and serve all Residents in Laramie County.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS    Alex Davison reported that June 14 is the Supreme Court Oral Arguments on the Tax Bill for the Daycare. The County denied any help on the Burned out building so Patton and Davison will be donating their services to take care of this issue.  Working on the Tree and Nuisance Ordinance and the WWDC deal …….     Councilman Thomas Mohren attended the WAM Convention in Gillette last week and 10 Resolutions passed but the tax on food probably won’t pass.  Carleen let the Council know that it is our turn to host the Quarterly meeting and June 27th was the consensus of the Council.  We will make the arrangements and get invites sent out.  She asked the Council if they are all on board with cooking Breakfast the Sunday of Trail Days and they all agreed. Kim Patterson reported that repairs are moving along with concerns on the Community Center Roof needing to be reevaluated. The Reforestation program has been an overwhelming success with over 270 trees being planted.  Mayor Curtis remined the Council to start thinking on what 6th Penny Projects need to be bonded and to be ready to move forward with them.  A Thank You was received from Dema Gilbert and the Roping Club on the Town Employees efforts in getting the Arena ready for the summer events.  And he commented that the Tree planting has been fantastic.  Councilmember Ragsdale has gotten comments from a few residents that not all golf carts are caring 2017 Permits.  This will be looked into.  Sonja Fornstrom reported that the Garage Sales went well with 28 registered sales and 4 not registered.  T-Ball has started and with Hikes on the Trails, Pool is open, Frisbee golf Tournament will be June 24.  Discussion was held on charging for the Pool this year with no discussion made.

ADJOURNMENT   Councilmember Randall made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Councilman Mohren and motion passed with 4 ayes.
