ITEM # 5 Mark Anderson with Burns Insurance was present with an Insurance quote for the 2016 Budget Year.  After he explained changes to the Council Councilman Fornstrom moved to accept the Insurance quote as Presented.  A second from Councilman Ragsdale was heard and the motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 6 Third and final Reading of the Revenues and Expenditures for the Town Fiscal Year 2015-2016.  Treasurer Kim Patterson explained changes made on expenditures.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve Ordinance 2015-02 on third and final reading with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilman Mohren voting aye, Councilman Fornstrom voting aye, Mayor Shain voting aye, Councilman Ragsdale voting aye and Councilman Curtis voting aye. Motion passed unanimously. 

ITEM #7 Mark Stacy with Lidstone & Associates was here to discuss the North Well Field Test Hole Drilling and to ask to proceed with Wilkinson #2.  After discussion Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to move forward with Wilkinson #2 with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #8 Justin Fornstrom visited with the Council on the lease of the building.  If the Town needs more room and would like to occupy the offices that the Sheriff Department leases we will need to rework the lease and bring it more up to date.  It was the concessess of the Council to move forward and get paper work started.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Gary Roadifer with the Pine Bluffs Lions Club asked the Council for use of the Town Bus for the Historical Walk they have coming up.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to support the Lions Club as in the past with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
John Abrams, the new superintenant with LCSD #2, thanked the Town Office Staff and residents for all the kindness they have shown him since coming to Pine Bluffs.  He asked Council if he could use the Commerce Building for an activity involving District Employees.  The Council unanimously felt that it would be fine for him to use the Building for his activity.  Ryan Duve with Lidstone and Associates updated the Council on the Booster Station; it’s up and running, and gave the Council a few options as to the repair of the roof and insulating the Booster Station.  Sharon Fain with Cheyenne Light, Fuel and Power reported that all street repairs are done and if something was missed to let her know so she can get with the contractor.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Kim Patterson reported that the Main Street Lighting Project was approved, she will be attending the SLIB Board Meeting on Thursday the 18th with Larry Silvey.  Carleen reported that the WAM Convention was well attended and classes were good.  Colby Folck with MC Schaff sent the tentatively plan on the seal coat at the airport would be August 12th – August 16th.  The runway would be closed for most of that time. Councilman Curtis brought up the repairs at the Archelogy Building.  Need to get a plan and get started on this.  The old Texaco building is run down and thought maybe the Museum Board might want to take it over and fix it up.  Jerry Lamb had a few people contact him about haying the airport ground.  He is to get a bid from interested parties and then get with the Council. 

MEETINGS AND ANNOUCEMENTS Quarterly meeting will be June 17 in Burns. Next Town Council Meeting will be July 6.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Fornstrom moved to go into Executive Session on personal matters with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Councilman Mohren moved to end executive session with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Curtis moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.  Meeting was adjourned.
