NEW BUSINESS Renewal Lease – Grazing Land.  Mayor Curtis read the 3 major changes to the Lease and then opened it up for discussion.  After extensive discussion and questions from the Council, Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the new lease.  After more discussion Councilmember Randall withdrew his motion.  Councilmember Ragsdale then made a motion to approve the Lease with the change of lowering the Deposit from $1000 to $500, and after the 6-month period could extend it to a one-year lease. A second was heard from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Attorney Davison then answered questions from Roy Werner on the Lease amounts.  Councilmember Randall then amended the motion to read $5.00 per head, which would be $200 per month, $500 deposit for 40 head to graze, move the fence back per well head protection specifications.  Attorney Davison stated that it would be Paragraph 3 that would have the changes. Councilmember Ragsdale second the amended motion and it passed with 3 ayes.  They then voted on the original motion and it passed with 3 ayes.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS    Councilmember Ragsdale stated that the Landfill has lost employees due to retirement and quitting.  In the process of hiring right now.    Councilmember Randall will call Sonja and let her know that he is the Recreation Commissioner now.   Councilmember Mohren attended the WAM Convention last week and they passed 11 of the Resolutions up for vote.  Will submit 5 of them to the Legislature and the big one was the 1% increase to the sales tax.  The larger Cities were the ones in favor of the increase.  Mayor Curtis reported that we will hold a Community Meeting tomorrow night at the Community Center at 5:30 with Dale Steenbergen, President and CEO of the Cheyenne Grater Chamber of Commerce, to discuss the GBSD.  Lighting struck a large Pine Tree in the Texas Trail Museum Park tonight and it currently is being taken down.   Kim Patterson reported that the SLIB Board didn’t recommend approval of the Mineral Royalty Grant and we will be discussing with Lidstone and Assoc. as whether we will be meeting with them to defend the Grant. Councilmember Ragsdale asked about the Motel? Mayor Curtis stated that it is still active and hopeful that we can get one here in Town.
