The Council thought this sounded good.  Kim is working with an architect for a final design on the Commerce building and a release for an RFP date is July 13.   Mayor Curtis has been working with Kim and Jerry on a Project Status Report and it gives everyone a better visual of the Projects that are on going and it is quite a lot and would like to see completion of these projects before starting any more.  Council all liked the report and suggested it be updated once a month and maybe get it in the paper for residents to see how their tax dollars are being spent.
