June 19, 2017 Minutes

Regular Meeting

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Present: Mayor Alan Curtis; Councilmember Thomas Mohren; Councilmember Janna Kestner; Councilmember Donn Randall; Councilmember Michael Ragsdale; Kim Patterson, Treasurer; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Boyd Wiggam, Attorney; Sonja Fornstrom, Recreation; Jerry Lamb, Public Works; Justin Trout, Chief of Police. Also, present, Gary Collins, Pine Bluffs Post; Larry Silvey, Richard Finley, Dennis Girard, Nancy Sundin and Jerry Sanders.  Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Mayor Curtis added to the Consent Agenda Appointments to Eastern Laramie County Joint Powers Board as Jack Hockersmith and Janna Kestner.  Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to accept the Agenda with the addition and a second was heard from Councilman Mohren.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

PUBLIC HEARING   Mayor Curtis opened the Public Hearing for comment from the Public.  Larry Silvey asked if a copy of the Budget was available and Kim Patterson stated that it will be available on our Web Site and a paper copy can be given upon request.  With no other comments Mayor Curtis closed the Public Hearing.


APPROVAL OF CONSENT ADGENDA Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the consent agenda with a second from Councilmember Mohren.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

CONSIDERATION OF CLAIMS


NEW BUSINESS   Reading Number 3 of the Ordinance 2017-01: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for the Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2018.  Treasurer Kim Patterson went over the progress of the Budget for the Council and asked for questions.   After discussion, a motion to accept the third Reading was made by Councilmember Randall with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  A Roll vote was taken with Councilmember Mohren voting aye, Councilmember Randall voting aye, Councilmember Ragsdale voting aye and Councilmember Kestner voting aye.   

Review and Approve Employee Handbook Updated 2017.   Mayor Curtis noted that the changes that were pointed out last meeting have been added and updated.  Councilmember Kestner made a motion to approve the Employee Handbook with a Second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Review and Approve Vehicle Use Policy Updated 2017.  After a brief discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the Updated Vehicle Use Policy with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Review and Approve the Airport Lighting Project Bid Recommendation.  It is MC Schaff recommendation to accept the low bid from IES Commercial Inc. out of Holdrege, NE, as having met the Bidder Qualification requirements. After questions from Council, Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to accept MC Schaff’s recommendation and accept IES Commercial Inc. for the Airport Lighting Project.  Councilmember Randall second the motion and it passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Review and Approve Airport Lighting Project Engineering Agreement.  Kim Patterson explained the necessity of this Agreement for Professional Services between MC Schaff and the Town of Pine Bluffs.  After discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the Airport Lighting Project Engineering Agreement with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Discussion and Approval of Municipal Property Insurance Policy.  Mark Anderson with Burns Insurance gave a presentation from Burns Insurance.  They reached out to 9 different Insurance Companies and Travelers Insurance was the only one to accept the Town of Pine Bluffs because of last year’s claims.   Premium would be 42,223 for the year and that would include a $100,000 deductible.
Mayor Curtis asked if there is separate Insurance to cover the cost of the deductible?  Mark Anderson will check into that and get back to us. 

Kim Patterson spoke on behalf of WARM (Wyoming Association of Risk Management) and they have accepted the Town into their Property Pool.  Premium for their Insurance would be $26,153 per year at a cost savings of $16,000.  We haven’t received their packet in the mail yet but it should be forthcoming. Kim did want to mention and thank Mark Anderson for all the help Burns Insurance extended to the Town of Pine Bluffs this past year.

After discussion, it was the consensus of the Council to hold a special Meeting, Tuesday, June 27 at 5:00pm and give Burns Insurance time to answer the Mayors question and time to receive WARM’s information in the mail.

[bookmark: _GoBack]VISITOR COMMENTS Richard Finley asked about the pickup or lack of pickup on cleanup day of tree branches. Mayor Curtis explained that due to the burn site being open 24/7 the Council made the decision to leave that part of the cleanup to the residents. It was advertised in the PB Post and on Facebook in which he replied he doesn’t have either one.  He will be in contact with the Town Hall tomorrow to be put on the volunteer service schedule for assistance.  Nancy Sundin had questions of Tornado threats and where residents should go that live in the apartments on 4th and Pine.  The Crossroads Community Church across the street had its doors opened in the storm and extended shelter for anyone who needed it.  Larry Silvey had questions on the Business Park and its Infrastructure.  After discussion Mayor Curtis closed the topic and it was decided that the best way to solve the issue would be to apply for a grant.  Jerry Sanders had concerns about the East end of Town not being able to hear the Weather Siren and if the Town should add another Siren.  Jerry Lamb stated that the only Siren in Town is at City Park and is run by Laramie County.  Jerry Sanders also wanted to complement the Town Employee as the Parks are looking very nice as are the Trees and maybe get the crosswalks painted at the Pool along with the roll out sign.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS       Boyd Wiggam confirmed what information was needed from him as to the Business Park issue.  The Tree Ordinance is finished and will get that to Kim and the Nuisance Ordinance is updated and in draft form and will get that to Kim also.  Councilmember Mohren addressed the issue of campers and trailers on the streets and would like them off the streets during the winter months.  This is being addressed in the nuisance Ordinance also.  Councilmember Randall will be attending the Senior Citizens meeting and gave kudos to whoever is responsible for Pioneer Park.  It looks great.    Councilmember Kestner took a tour of the Towns Recreation sites with Sonja and is learning about that.  Councilmember Ragsdale reported that the Landfill went out for bid on lining it.  Bids came in under budget and will be able to start on the first 1/3 of it with the next section in 10 years. A lot has been getting done around Town and wondered when the fence will be coming down at City Park.  Jerry said he would like to get it mowed once more and on Monday of next week it should be coming down.  Kim Patterson will be attending a Hazard Mitigation Workshop on Tuesday the 20th and will ask for another Siren to be place in Town.  Concerns on two intersections in town, 4th and Maple needing a stop sign with 4th street side coming to a stop and repositioning the stop sign at 4th and Walnut with 4th street as the stop. Think this over and a decision can be made next meeting.  Two sign examples are available to look at, one for City Park and the other for Town Hall.  Kim asked the Council if she is on the right track and proceed or if they would like changes made.  They all agreed that she could move forward with the signs.  Mayor Curtis noted that there was a lot of information tonight and congratulated all on getting the Budget passed and thanked Kim for all her challenging work in preparing the Budget.  Sonja Fornstrom stated that the School will continue to use the Community Center for a Junior High Gym so to speak once the new school is finished.
