June 20, 2016 Minutes

Regular Meeting

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Present: Mayor William Shain; Councilman Mark Fornstrom; Councilman Michael Ragsdale; Councilman Alan Curtis; Councilman Thomas Mohren; Kim Patterson, Treasurer; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Jerry Lamb, Public Works. Mayor Shain called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve the Agenda with additions as presented. A second was heard from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

PUBLIC HEARING Mayor Shain opened the Public Hearing for the FY 2017 Budget Adoption for the Town of Pine Bluffs for comments from the Public.  With no comments being heard Mayor Shain closed the Public Hearing.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT ADGENDA Concerns was heard from Councilman Fornstrom on the building permit for 715 Elm Street.  A motion was made from Councilman Fornstrom to pull the permit until the Town Ordinance could be reviewed to allow for such a storage unit to be placed in a non-commercially zoned area. A second was heard from Councilman Mohren and it passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  Councilman Fornstrom then made a motion to approve the consent agenda with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

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NEW BUSINESS Wyoming Malting building permit. Anja Bendel spoke to the Council on the cost of the Permit and cost of the Electrical fee.  After discussion the Mayor suggested that the fee of the Building Permit be paid by the Economic Development fund, wave the labor fee from the Electrical Service, no water or sewer fee be charged since they are laying the water line and bringing their sewer to our sewer lift station, charge them up-front $5000.00 for the Electric service with the balance of $11,965.00 to be assessed on their Town Bill for the next 3 years.  Councilman Fornstrom then made a motion to approve the fee of the Building Permit be paid by the Economic Development fund, wave the labor fee from the Electrical Service, no water or sewer fee be charged since they are laying the water line and bringing their sewer to our sewer lift station, charge them up-front $5000.00 for the Electric service with the balance of $11,965.00 to be assessed on their Town Bill for the next 3 years. A second was heard from Councilman Mohren and motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

Third and Final Reading of the Fiscal Year 2016/2017 Budget Ordinance 2016-02.  Treasurer Kim Patterson noted that the only change to the Budget since the second reading was the Council agreed to put the Daycare out to a privately run business. Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve FY 2016-2017 Budget with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  A roll call vote was taken With Councilman Mohren voting aye, Councilman Fornstrom voting aye, Mayor Shain voting aye, Councilman Ragsdale voting aye and Councilman Curtis voting aye.

Second Reading of Ordinance 2016-01 to Amend Ordinance 2012-02: Update Electric Franchise Fee.   Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to approve Ordinance 2016-01 Amending Ordinance 2012-02 with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 5ayes.

Dr. Sherard from CRMC along with Ken Hunter from Kimball Health Services spoke to the Council on the possibilities of Tri County Medical Center becoming a Rural Health Center with CRMC being the landlord of Tri County Medical Center.  Having extended hours and being a service to the Community.  Council liked what they were hearing and Dr Sherard stated that they will be back in a couple of months with an update.

Review and approve: MOU with Alphabet Academy LLC.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve the MOU with Alphabet Academy LLC with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.


VISITOR COMMENTS Commissioner Linda Heath updated the Council on 6th penny talks, Commissioners are working on their Budget and we have a new County Clerk, Debra Lee.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilman Mohren commented on since Daycare has been privatized to look at a 3% raise. Councilman Fornstrom stated that we have a plan and should stick to it.  Kim gave the Council of the Daycare takeover. Carleen reminded the Council that we will be closed July 4th and will need to move the next Council meeting to July 5th.  She asked the Council if they are willing to serve breakfast again at Trail Days.  Consensus of the Council is yes they will.  We will be having a lunch for Julie Shandera Tuesday at noon for her retirement and finally the owner of 202 Main Street submitted plans for a remodeling project – he doesn’t need a building permit but wanted to let the Council know what was in the works.  Councilman Curtis wanted to thank the Town Employees who worked hard at the Daycare making the grounds look good.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Curtis made a motion to adjourn meeting with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  Meeting was adjourned.
