She will follow Building Permits from start to finish and will follow up on abatement letters.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Attorney Davison has no updates right now but has a lot going on.  Councilmember Mohren asked about the burned-out building and Attorney Davison stated that in one of the items going on.  Councilmember Randall attended the Senor Citizen Board Meeting and they down sized their board from 7 members to 5.  They also had questions on how the Town did raises and he passed that information along.  Mayor Curtis stated that a group of people from the United Kingdom were here last week and they were given a tour on American Agriculture.  Kim Patterson is working on job descriptions, closing out one FY and opening the new one.  She will be paying off a SRF Loan from the 6th penny debt reduction this week.  Carleen passed along a comment from a very pleased grandparent who has been taking her grandchildren to swimming lessons this past 2 weeks.  Reminded Council of the Quarterly meeting next week.  Councilmember Randall asked about the breakfast for Trail Days.  It was decided that Councilmembers Randall and Mohren will line up the menu and Carleen will get the food ordered from TTM.  Kim Patterson also stated that there will be a craft sale in City Park on July 4th from 4-7pm.  They are going to have them every other Sunday for the rest of the summer.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilmember Mohren made a motion to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.  

Councilmember Mohren made a motion to end Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Discussion was held on Employee wages and requests.   Councilmember Randall moved to approve vacation requests of carrying over time.  A second was heard from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion failed with 1 aye and 2 nay votes.

Wage adjustments discussion was held and based on job performance increases were given.  Councilmember Kestner moved to approve wage increases based on job performance with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.
