ITEM # 5 Anja Bendel from Cheyenne Leads addressed the Council on the zoning issues of the 300 acres. ITEM # 6 Mobile Data Terminal Access Service Agreement with Laramie County.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve the Service Agreement with Laramie County with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS: County Commissioner Troy Thompson reported that they are working on the County Budget and it should be finalized in the next week.  Laramie County Fair is August 1-8 and invited everyone to come out for it.  Larry Silvey asked if we could get started on the property title transfer.  Alex asked for the legal description and will get it going.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Alex has Executive Session stuff. Councilman Mohren attended the Housing Assessment meeting in Cheyenne and brought back the report information.  Kim Patterson reported that while entering in the Budget her computer crashed and that has set her back a couple of days. She has realigned some of the GL codes to be more in line with what the State uses.  We have received one bid on the repairing of the Booster Station roof.  None for a new one have come in as yet.   Carleen reminded the Council of the Breakfast for Trail Days served by the Council will be August 2nd.  Class of 1975 is having a reunion in the Park and asked about open Container.  Council would like a letter from them asking for open container for the event. Lions Club brought in a questionnaire and asked the Council to fill it out for services needed in the community.
