Also present were Gaylan Wright Sr. and Allie Hurley from the Post. Mayor Pro-tem Ragsdale called the Meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Mayor Shain was absent.

ITEM #5 Discussion related to EMT Director Salary increase.  Councilman Curtis explained to the Council that since the resignation of the EMT Director a few months back 5 people have been dividing those responsibilities up. This subject  was discussed  by all and Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve a raise in salary from $250 per month to $600 per month divided equally among the 5 people performing those responsibilities with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #6 Approval of Resolution 2014-33 amending the FY 2014-2015 budget to reflect the governing body’s decision to raise the salary amount for the EMT Director. Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve t with a second from Councilman Curtis. The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #7 Approval of Resolution 2014-31 authorizing an Emergency MRG Grant application for the Water Pump System Emergency Replacement Project.  Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #8 Approval related to the feasibility study for a Hotel. Ms. Miller updated the Council on the Engagement letter presented as well as the reduced cost of $6,500 for the Study.  Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #9A Approval of Resolution 2014-32 amending the FY 2014-2015 budget to reflect the revenues and expenses for the Hotel Feasibility Study. Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.


ITEM #9B Approval of Resolution 2014-34 amending the FY 2014-2015 budget to reflect the revenues and expenses for the Airport Thrasher. Councilman Curtis moved to approve with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #10 Discussion related to the Day Care roof. The Council felt that the original contractor should be responsible for it. Councilman Ragsdale will contact Mr. Lipska and then if need be Staff will have to get bids to fix it. 

VISITOR COMMENTS: Mr. Gaylan D. Wright Sr., candidate for District 10 introduced himself and spoke to the Council on his platform and where he stood on the issues facing our State.
	
DEPARTMENT REPORTS Councilman Fornstrom Commented on the crown for the Trail Days breakfast being larger than other years and commended the Recreation Department for all their hard work. Councilman Mohren commended Rene’ Baker for all her hard work.  Councilman Curtis asked Councilman Ragsdale to ask Mr. Lipska if he is still interested in reviewing the Town’s Building Permit applications.

Councilman Fornstrom moved into Executive Session indicating no decisions would be made, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn the Executive Session with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed with 4 ayes and the Executive Session was adjourned.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Fornstrom moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed with 4 ayes and the meeting was adjourned.
