August 6, 2018 Minutes

Present: Mayor Alan Curtis; Councilmember Thomas Mohren; Councilmember Janna Kestner; Councilmember Michael Ragsdale; Councilmember Donn Randall; Kim Patterson, Treasurer. Kendra Roeder, Sue Maxted, Tim Anderson and Zach Spadt with the Post.   Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Ragsdale moved to accept the Agenda as proposed. A second was heard from Councilmember Kestner and the motion passed unanimously with 3ayes.  

PUBLIC HEARING Mayor Curtis opened the Public Hearing on the Sale of Town Parcel to Laramie County School District #2.  Mayor Curtis asked the audience if there any questions or concerns with sale of the Towns Property to the School District.  With no comments or concerns from the audience Mayor Curtis closed the Public Hearing.

NEW BUSINESS   Review and Vote:  Wyoming Retirement System Rate Increase for FY19.  After discussion with the Mayor and Council and Treasurer Patterson explaining the Fiscal impact over the next 4 years. Councilmember Mohren made a motion to accept the Town absorbing the .05 increase for this FY.  A second from Councilmember Ragsdale was made and it was approved with 4 ayes.

Review and Vote: Airtime Aerial Lease Extension.  Mayor Curtis was contacted by Kevin Hefley owner of Airtime Aerial and would like to extend his lease to a seven-year period.   Current lease is 11,400 per year with a 2% increases each year.  A new lease will be drawn up and presented to Council later.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Kendra Roeder is concerned as a resident on Beech Street with the speeding coming off the hill.  They are not going 30mph and it is a great concern and it is getting worse.  After discussion Council agreed that a perminate sign with flashing LED lights that are solar powered can be looked into.  Mayor Curtis has asked the Police Department to patrol that area a little more.  

Tim Anderson had brought to the Council an issue with his water bill at his Apartment Building.  A new lawn and sprinkler system have been put in and not sure if it’s a meter issue or what, but he needs some help with the charges. 
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DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Jerry Lamb reported that there is water in the new water tank.  Tests will be done and when all comes back clear it will be put on line.  Clean up is being done and back fill and large rock will be removed.   Councilmember Ragsdale thanked for all PW help over the weekend, everything went well.  Maintenance shop is about done and ready to move in.  A Project status update is in Council Packs.  Councilmember Ragsdale asked what will be done with the water that is going to be drained from the water tank. Jerry said it will be drained down the hill unless there is a better plan.  Councilmember Mohren reported that mud volley ball, horseshoes and roping were attended very well and went smooth.  Councilmember Randall reported that the Senior Board will meet and approve a 4% cost of living increase for employees.  Membership is down a little bit but not to bad.  The Parks looked great and had a lot of comments.  Trial Days Rodeo was up with entries, Melodrama brought in $2000.00 and the BBQ brought in about $3,000.  Parade was a big one and the Breakfast in the park was good.  It will take time to rebuild it up.  And the softball Tournament went well and was well attended.  Treasurer Patterson reported that Knotty Pine was approved last meeting to have a year end event at the Community Center but would like to change the venue to his saloon and block off 6th street as he does for Trail Days.  It will be August 17, from 8 to midnight.  Local security will be on site and events for all ages.  Jerry received his first line worker review from HWE and he passed his oral exam and will be moving on to the stages of the program.  A project update is in Council Packs.  Tom Cobb from AVI will be here to review the final land plan and will be able to finalize it.  Public Works building will be slight overages due to the survey cost of the land.  The airport runway seal coat will be done for the construction piece of it and another 45 days for the financial part of it.  A Columbarium final cost is coming in and as soon as we get it we will be able to present fee recommendations to the Council.  Golf Couse Upgrades are in the preliminary design and cost estimate of $2,600 per tee box for construction, signage and markers.  Working diligently in this office on all Municipal records here in this office as far as retention schedule requires.  Letters to the residents have been sent out for reminders on dog tags and golf carts.  Councilmember Ragsdale has had a lot of questions on the house across from the school and the house on Main street.  Mayor Curtis was approached by Kevin Hefley that he would do the weed control spraying out at the Airport and in exchange he would like to be able to put up the grass hay.  He was also contacted by the owner of the burned-out house and he said he will be getting over here to mow and get the yard cleaned up and its his intention to eventually live in the house.
