Councilmember Kestner asked whose job is it to keep the weeds down as you exit into Town from I-80? They are overgrown and out of control.  That is WDOT’s right of way and they are responsible for weed control in those areas.  She was approached about when and if the crossings will be painted and if one could be placed on Market Street by the Post Office.  Those will be painted as soon as the street project is complete, and one can be done by the Post Office.  Pool closed this past weekend for the Summer and the Final Event of the Summer was held, Mini Me Triathlon, and went well.  Councilmember Ragsdale visited the new shop and it looks nice.  It was noted that 4 or 5 trees will be planted along the East side of the property.  Carleen spoke to the resident on Main Street about a fence permit for the new fence installed.  He was told he didn’t need one since he was replacing an old existing fence.  Council felt that since he changed it and it has been years since part of the fence was removed that he still needs one.  She will contact the owner this week to inform him of the decision. Kim Patterson reported that the Town was contacted by the School and they won’t be using the Community center this Fall for Volleyball.  The pump for Well #5 has been ordered and will be installed next week when it arrives.  The Alley grading will continue next week and will be done from the East to West.  Seasonal workers are done for the year except for one and she will stay on Friday’s only to help with the mowing until mowing season is done.  We will be hosting an Employee appreciation luncheon Friday the 24th.  Road repairs have started within the Town.  Michelle Bohanon has approached the Town about doing a project at the Cemetery Columbarium with seasonal color that would last 3 seasons of the year.  Kim has been working with her and designing a plan.  Mayor Curtis had a couple questions for our Attorney regarding the selling of property and where we are in regards with the State of Wyoming.  He would like to continue moving forward.  Councilmember Mohren will be attending the Region 1 meeting in Laramie on September 5, 2018.
